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Financial Obligations and Considerations
Registration Fees

There is a non-refundable annual registration fee of $185 for all team members. This fee covers the USA Swimming Registration Fee, two Dynamo team T-shirts, a team cap (for new members only) and a Dynamo license plate (for new members only).  Registration fees and the first month’s dues must be paid before a swimmer begins practicing.

Team Dues

Dues for the year are outlined in your registration information. The club offers each family a choice of two payment schedules. 

Option I is 9-monthly-payments. 

Option II includes a five (5%) percent discount for early full payment of annual dues. This must be paid by September 15th to qualify for Option II.
For example a Green swimmer can make nine payments of $124 totaling $1116.00 or one payment of $1060.20 by September 15th.

If a swimmer is moved to a different practice group during the year, the family will be billed a revised amount for each remaining month in the year.  
For families with more than one registered swimmer, Dynamo Swim Club applies the following discounts:

· 2nd swimmer's dues are reduced 10%

· 3rd swimmer's dues are reduced 20%

· 4th swimmer's dues are reduced 30%                                      

· 5th swimmer swims free, i.e. No Dues.

The above discounts apply regardless of which payment option is chosen. The discounts are applied to the swimmer with the lower dues requirements.

Payment Procedures

Dues are due on the first day of each month. The website is designed to accept automatic credit card payments. Checks should be made payable to "Dynamo Parents' Club”.  Please leave your dues payments in the "Dues" Box located in the main office at each site or mail to:

There is a late fee of $25 for payments received after the 10th of each month and a $50 late fee for all payments received after the 20th.  There is a $25 fee for all returned checks.  If you have any questions, call Edie Wunderlich @770-457-7946 ext 10 or e-mail: edie@dynamoswimclub.com.

Past Dues Policy

If a family’s dues are in arrears for a period of 1 month (30 days) and the family is currently being billed for a second month, their swimmer will not be allowed to participate in the program until their account balance is zero.


A family whose dues are in arrears for a period greater than l month (30 days) as presented in the scenario above, will have fifteen days (before further action may be taken against them) to bring their debit to a sum of zero balance.

If a scholarship application has been made and the family is currently more than one month (30 days) in arrears, Dynamo reserves the right to have the swimmer stop swimming until the finance committee makes a recommendation to the family.

If a family allows their dues to lapse into arrears twice within a swim season, they then must present a credit card from which Dynamo will automatically deduct their monthly dues.

Dynamo has the right to seek legal enforcement of financial obligations owed, including those of swimmers who leave and attempt to swim for another USA Club. No such swimmer will be permitted to swim in a Dynamo hosted meet until resolution of past financial obligation.

Partial Year Swimmer

If a swimmer registers in the middle of the fiscal year, he/she will pay the monthly dues for the appropriate practice group for each calendar month, or partial month, during which he/she swims. For example, a swimmer registers in January and is placed in Age Group II. The swimmer continues practice into July. The dues are $212 per month for seven months, and should be paid one month at registration, in January, and then the first of each month beginning February 1 through July 1. (Partial months are not prorated.) The Board of Directors will be responsible for establishing the annual payment schedule for dues and the appropriate policies governing payment of said dues.

If a swimmer leaves the program before the end of the fiscal year, there is no refund of monthly dues (Option I or Option II).

A SWIMMER IS NOT CONSIDERED WITHDRAWN FROM THE PROGRAM UNTIL WRITTEN NOTICE OF THE WITHDRAWAL IS RECEIVED BY THE CLUB.

Other expenses
Escrow Account for Meet Entries: 

In order to simplify and streamline the Swim Meet Entry process, the club maintains an Escrow Account for each family with registered swimmers. There must be money in your Escrow Account for your swimmer to be entered in a meet. The amount that should be deposited initially is $75.00. You may make this deposit to the same office (and even on the same check) as your fee payments. They can be left in the "Dues" Box in the offices at Chamblee and Alpharetta or mailed to the club.  As swimmers from your family are entered in swim meets, the entry fees are deducted from your $75.00 deposit. Once a swimmer has been entered in a meet, the club cannot refund entry fees for any reason. The Entry Fund is also used to pay for other small miscellaneous items such as swim caps, coaches' gifts, training aids, etc.
USA SWIMMING Registration / Membership / Insurance:  

Every athlete who competes or practices in a USA SWIMMING sanctioned event must register with and become a member of USA Swimming, Inc. Renewable each January 1st, the registration fee is paid through the Dynamo registration fee. Included with this registration is excess medical accident insurance that covers the athlete at any sanctioned event or supervised practice. The coaching staff will distribute any forms necessary for registration.
