Coaches will be asked to submit a written description of the special needs of the disabled/adaptive swimmers with their team entries.  Questions regarding final assignment within specified heats must be brought to the attention of the Meet Referee.
Rules:
1.
Current USA and Alaska Swimming Rules will govern this meet.

2. Swimmers may enter a total of four (4) events, with no more than two (2) individual events.

3. This meet will be run as a “no recall meet” and the whistle start method will be used.

4. Swimmers must currently be enrolled and attending a Southeast region middle school as a seventh or eighth grader, or be of similar age and enrolled in a home school program.
