A meet was held with the Oregon Aggies, the financial arrangements with the Crystal 

Gardens are in the minutes. 

 

March 11 1930  

Regarding the applied change of name, application returned to be reworded 

 

Motion made that the name Crystal Gardens Amateur Swimming Club be used for registration 

purposes only and not for general use. MSC 

 

Notice from the Boy Scouts asking if the VASC wanted to use their site on the Gorge again 

for the summer, decision made to hold several outing instead of having a regular club ground. 

 

April 1 1930 

Executive decided to accept a new badge in the shape of wings with Crystal Gardens 

Swimming Club initials CGSC across the wing span 

 

May 6 1930 

Motion made to enter the club in the May Day parade 

 



Gala to be held on June 9 1930 at the Eagles Convention 

 

September 9 1930 

Dates for School Gala October 4 for preliminaries and October 11 for finals 

 

No club gala due to lack of interest and lack of swimmers 

 

 

November 18 1930 

Annual meeting to be held in January instead of February to make a decision about a possible 

change of name 

 

December 16 1930 

A letter from Mr. Cowlishaw manager of the Crystal Gardens 

His recommendations; 

- club return to itôs old name VASC 

- he would not take over a club himself 

- that a rate of 35 cents be re-established and an ID card ($1.00) would be needed to 

get these rates 

- committee formed to investigate joining the JBAA 

 

In 1930ôs the VASC continued to host the Annual Christmas Swim in the Inner Harbour.  In 

1930 Carrie Grey beat thirteen other swimmers to win the race.

January 13 1931 

Notice of Motion ï motion to be brought forward at the annual general meeting that the club 

revert back to its old name the VASC. 

 

Committee to join the JBAA to report at a later date. 

 

Nominations for executive. 

 

 

February 17 1931 

Annual General Meeting 

Report given on feasibility of joining the JBAA, the question was put to the membership as to 

whether the club carry on as in the past or to join the JBAA. It was moved, seconded, and 

carried that the club remain as is, the VASC. 

 

Motion made to change the name of the club back to the VASC, it was moved, seconded, and 

carried to change back to the VASC.

August 14 1931 

Motion made to host a championship gala in connection with the Jubilee Celebration in July, 

it was moved, seconded, and carried. 

Agreement to use Curtis Point for summer swim privileges. 

 

May 12 1931 

Pool at Curtis Point on the Gorge should be 75 feet long by 40 feet wide. 

 

June 9 1931 

Jubilee Gala to be held on July 20 1931 @ 2:30 pm 

 

Opening of pool at Curtis Point Saturday July 3 1931 @ 3:00 pm. 

 

July 14 1931 

Jubilee Gala was cancelled and was to be held at a later date. 

 

December 10 1931 

By unanimous vote of the executive ñthat the VASC should go out of existenceò, discussion 

was then held on what would happen if that happened. 

 

In 1931 Miss Grey repeated her victory at the Christmas Day swim in the Inner Harbour.

Trials are being held here in Victoria in 1932, it was moved, seconded, and carried.

First mention of the Vancouver Island Swim League. 

 

July 14 1932 

Coach Ellison took the following swimmers to Vancouver for a meet, Stan Witty, Hayes 

Wright and Bob Patterson. 

 

 

 

 On July 16
th
 and 18

th
 1932 the Olympic Trials were held in 

Vancouver, at the Kitsilano outdoor 50 yard salt water pool 

and in Victoria, at the indoor 50 yard Crystal Gardens pool.  

The menôs events were held in Vancouver on July 16
th
 and the 

womenôs events were held on July 18
th
. Stan Witty (5

th
 in the 

440 yard Freestyle), Louis Cameron, Hazel Wright (3
rd

 in the 

220 yard Breaststroke) and Thors Ridout, of the VASC 

competed in the Trials for the club. All events were declared 

as Canadian Championships by the CASA. The 1932 Olympic 

Games were held in Los Angeles two weeks later.

Coach Ellison reported that 125 swimmers have applied for membership with the VASC in 

the past year. 

 

September 15 1932 

Motion made to dispense with using the gun for starts at the Children School Gala, it was 

moved, seconded, and carried. 

 

October 20 1932 

Captain Harbord held discussion on Vancouver Island Swim League, 1
st
 sign of concern by

A crowd of 700 spectators watched Four BC Championships decided at the VASC Gala at the 

Crystal Gardens Pool

January 11 1934 @ 5:00 pm 

Boyôs relay team of Sir James Douglas School won the cup for the BC Championship at the 

Lower Mainland Schools Swimming Gala in Vancouver in November of 1933. Sir James 

Douglas won the School Gala in Victoria to get to the Championships in Vancouver and the 

VASC donated $10.00 towards travel expenses to get to 

Vancouver.

The Victoria Amateur Swimming Club hosts the B.C. Indoor

, Yvonne 

Squires finished 5
th
 and Lloyd Mathews also attended.
