
Ed Shupsky Memorial Coaches Scholarship fund

WHEREFORE:

1. Ed Shupsky was a long-time coach within the Allegheny Mountain Swimming (AMS) community.

2. Throughout his coaching career, Ed placed great importance on membership by novice coaches in the American Swim Coaches Association (ASCA) in order to help those coaches learn the proper ways to recruit, develop and to teach the progression of swimming to our young swimmers in their quest for excellence. 

3. Before he passed away, Ed expressed to his wife, Dee, fellow coach and long-time friend, Josea Holder, and the General Chair of AMS his wish to leave as his legacy a fund to assist novice coaches to join the ASCA.

4. Ed’s widow, Dee, has stated her intent to make a gift in Ed’s memory to AMS for the purpose of fulfilling Ed’s wish.  Additional funds have been received by AMS in Ed’s memory.

THEREFORE, be it resolved as follows:

5. AMS shall establish the Ed Shupsky Memorial Coaches Scholarship Fund with the gift from Ed’s widow and other contributions received in Ed’s memory.

6. Contributions in Ed’s memory shall be invested in a segregated interest-bearing account or otherwise segregated within the AMS bank accounts designated as the Ed Shupsky Memorial Coaches Scholarship Fund (the Fund).  The interest earned on amounts in the Fund shall be used to pay ASCA membership fees for novice AMS coaches.  The amount of interest earned each year compared to the cost of an annual membership to ASCA shall determine the number of coaches selected.

7. Wet Tech, or the current coaches committee, shall select from amongst their ranks, a new, or the newest, USA Swimming certified coach/coaches currently coaching within AMS, and pay the membership fees for this or these coaches into the ASCA or its future equivalent, for the next year.  The recipient(s) should acknowledge his/her/their willingness and desire to remain active as a coach(es) for the next year.

8. In the event of major unforeseen changes in the future, Wet Tech is to direct the investment of the interest of the Fund in the best manner available to help promote the professionalism of our newer coach members in hopes of improving their knowledge in our sport of competitive swimming. 

9. Recipients of the award will be presented with a plaque (paid for from the Fund) acknowledging their receipt of this award and their efforts to perform their jobs in the most professional manner possible.
