2008 Code of Conduct
The purpose of these guidelines is to identify some of the responsibilities, obligations, and policies for training and competing as a student-athlete at The Bolles School.  Remember, it is a privilege to represent The Bolles School and its athletic department, not a right!
Academics

· Attend all classes.

· Maintain eligibility by fulfilling academic requirements.
· At the beginning of the semester, you must notify your professors of classes/tests you will miss because of competition.
Training

· Attend all practices and team functions.

· BE ON TIME for everything—practices, meets, departure times for travel, meetings.

· Have all your equipment—including water bottle, cap, and goggles—ready so that you can begin practice at the designated time.  If we start practice at 3:15, you will be getting in the pool at 3:15.

· Treat team members and coaches as if they are your family: Be respectful, supportive, and kind.

Competition
· Represent the team positively in your behavior and appearance.

· Travel in designated attired.

· All team members will travel with the team.

· A curfew will be enforced during away meets. Overnight guests will not be allowed. No boys in girls’ rooms/no girls in boys’ rooms. 

Social
· Do not use any tobacco products.
· Do not drink alcohol or use illegal drugs; it is against the law.

· Prioritize your training and swimming goals when making social decisions.

· Act responsibly any time you are representing the team or wearing team apparel.
Apparel

· You must wear TYR apparel during practice and at swim meets. TYR is our sponsor. Wear their gear with pride.

· You represent The Bolles School; at no time will you wear clothing or equipment from another school (colleges included) during team travel and competitions.

· At meets the team will wear the same attire.  The coaching staff will determine the dress code before each meet or activity.

· Each swimmer/diver is responsible for replacing lost or damaged equipment.

To achieve our goals, we must work together as a team.  Those who cannot follow the rules stated above will not be welcome as part of our program.  Failure to follow these rules could result in suspension or expulsion from the team.
