WEINBERG FUND CRITERIA

The Harry & Jeanette Weinberg Foundation has donated funds to the Aulea Swim Club for use in providing access to the sport of swimming for athletes who otherwise could not participate due to financial distress.  This money is available to those who declare a need for assistance but comes with certain criteria and responsibilities.  In the end, the decision to use these funds is based on the head coach’s satisfaction of the following criteria:

1) Financial Need – The swimmer requesting the funds would not participate in the sport of swimming (or travel activity) without the availability of these funds.  In many cases, the swimmer will be responsible for a portion of the cost with the fund contributing the balance.

2) Attitude – The swimmer maintains the proper attitude, perseverance, and commitment to the sport of swimming and to Aulea Swim Club.

3) Attendance – 90% plus, minimum, unless approved by the head coach (Failure to attend may jeopardize future funding).

4) Longevity – The swimmer has been a member or commits to persevering as a swimmer.

5) Fundraising and Volunteering – The swimmer and their parents must actively participate in swim team related fundraising and volunteer efforts.
