We do have information posted on the website for how
to prepare for meets. As you may have seen during this meet, there are many people
involved in running a swim meet. The veteran families are already aware of this. I bring
this up because we will host our Winter Splash meet this January at Elk Grove High
School. All families will be expected to volunteer to make this meet run smoothly. Do not
worry about not knowing what to do as new volunteers will be paired with an experienced
volunteer to help. Our volunteer coordinator will be getting information out to you prior to
the meet about your assignment and time. Each parent volunteer will be assigned to a
session in which your child swims. Our hosted swim meets are the biggest fundraiser for
our team. All revenue from these meets goes directly to keeping our registration costs
the lowest in the area. We are very proud of being the most reasonable competitive
program in the area that has a long history of success at the local, regional, state, and
sectional levels. We have been known to run the most efficient meets and that is directly
due to our parent volunteers. I look forward to meeting all families in the course of this
swim season. If there is anything I or our board can do, please do not hesitate to ask.

ESCROW

A meet entry escrow account is established for each swimmer at the time of registration.
An escrow account is required for all swimmers in groups Novice and above. When a
swimmer competes at a meet, meet entry fees are deducted from this account.

Meet entry fees are posted on the team website along with other meet information prior to
registration. Both at the time of registration and throughout the season, if your
swimmer has a negative escrow balance you will be asked to replenish your
swimmer's escrow account in order to maintain a positive account balance.



If a refund is not requested, any escrow balance is maintained and credited to the
swimmer's escrow account for next season. If the balance in an escrow account drops
below $25 during a season and is not replenished according to the request of the Escrow
Director, the Head Coach and the Parent Board President may decline participation in
future meets to the swimmer. If an escrow account for a swimmer has a negative balance
of $50 or greater from a prior swim season at the time of registration for an upcoming
season, all fees (including a full replenishment of the swimmer's escrow account, the
escrow deposit for the upcoming season and all other registration and fundraising fees for
the upcoming season) must be paid in cash or by cashiers check at the time of
registration for the upcoming season. Meet entry fees are not refundable when an athlete
requests to be entered in a meet but does not swim.

All of your escrow account balance information is available on the website
(www.ppdswim.org). You must be logged in to the website in order to find your current
escrow balance and to see all charges against your escrow account. Click on "My
Invoice/Payment" on the left side of the screen. This will bring up a list of all invoices
processed against your account. On the right side of the screen, there is a column titled
"Account Balance." This is your current family escrow balance. If the amount is negative,
you currently have funds in your escrow account. If the amount is positive, you need to
send a check to cover the amount due (and additional funds for any upcoming meets).

If you click on "view" by your current account balance, you will see all items charged
against your escrow account and all funds deposited into your escrow account. The
website generates invoices each month on the 21st so you will see items move from "Un-
Invoiced Items" to "Current Invoiced Items" each month. The meet fees are listed by meet
and indicate the number of Individual events and the number of Relay events that each
swimmer was charged. Please note that if you signed up for a meet, but were unable to
attend the meet, your escrow account will still be charged because we must pay the host
team for entries submitted.

You can also look at just the current month escrow activity by clicking on the most current
invoice in the "Print Invoice" column. If you have a positive account balance, you can print
the invoice and mail payment to the address included on the invoice (Palatine Swim
Team c/o Ann Portmann, 255 W Helen Road, Palatine IL 60067).

In addition, ISI (Illinois Swimming, Inc.) registration is renewed during the 2009-2010
Short Course season, so the $60 registration fee will be deducted from your escrow
account for groups Novice and above. Pre-Comp swimmers will be charged $30 to cover
half of the ISI fee (the swim team will cover half of the $60 fee as a one time benefit).
