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2009 CARIFTA Championships Selection Policy Cayman Islands Junior Swim Team
The CARIFTA Selection process will be ongoing from 1 September 2008 until 8 March 2009. The Team will be initially selected following the conclusion of the Trials.  Athletes wishing to be considered for selection will be required to submit times in either Long Course or Short Course Meters for consideration. Only times achieved during the qualifying period of 1 September 2008 – 8 March 2009 will be accepted. Submission of times must include the meet name and dates of the meet at which the times were achieved. 

Letters advising CIASA athletes of their selection as ‘provisional’ CARIFTA Team Members will be handed out by 23 January 2009, and will include all potential Team Members.  There are no guarantees that an athlete receiving a ‘provisional’ letter will be selected to the CARIFTA Team.  Please note that any CIASA athlete receiving a ‘provisional’ letter is subject to Sec. 1.3 below.

The final C.I. Junior Swim Team will not be named until after the conclusion of the Qualifying Period on 8 March 2009. 

1 ELIGIBILITY:

1.1
Boys and Girls between 11 and 17 yrs of age at Dec 31, 2008 either legally resident in Cayman from 17 April 2008, or holding or eligible to receive a Cayman Islands passport.

1.2
Selections will be subject to a maximum team size of [36] with a maximum of [8] male or female per age group.

1.3
Athletes must be willing to train with their team to the satisfaction of the C.I. Head Swim Coach. Coaches of overseas based athletes will be contacted to verify training.

2 INDIVIDUAL EVENTS

2.1
The two fastest swimmers in each individual event (CARIFTA events only), will be selected for that event, provided their performances equal or better the qualifying time set out in the attached table.

2.2
Having gained selection via 2.1, a swimmer may be considered for entry into a non-qualified event, based on the overall needs of the team at the discretion of the C.I. Head Swim Coach.

2.3
Qualifying standards for the 11-12 age group have been set as a guide.  Consideration may be given to non-qualified 11-12 yr old swimmers who have to the satisfaction of the C.I. Coaching Staff fulfilled the requisite number (minimum of six [6] scheduled practices per week) and quality of training sessions at the discretion of the C.I. Head Swim Coach.

2.4
To qualify in the 13-14 age group, swimmers must fulfill minimum training requirements of at least seven (7) scheduled practices per week as well as meeting the qualifying standard in at least one (1) of the above events.

2.5
Swimmers in the 15-17 age group must attend a minimum of eight (8) scheduled practices per week as well as meet the qualifying standards in at least one (1) of the above events.
3.
RELAY TEAMS

3.1
In the 4 x 50 and 4 x 100 Freestyle relays, the fastest four swimmers in the relevant events will be selected at the discretion of the C. I. Coaching Staff on the day of the event.

3.2
Where selections have been made in the four individual 100m events, a medley team will be entered at the sole discretion of the C.I. Head Swim Coach.

3.3
In the event of non-selection in an individual 100m event, the fastest swimmer within that age group in a 100m event will be selected at the discretion of the C.I. Head Swim Coach based on the overall needs of the team.

3.4
Relay swim-offs may be held at any time/location at the discretion of the C.I. Head Swim Coach.

4.
GENERAL

4.1
All performances will be prioritized as follows:

(a) Submitted times recorded in finals will take precedence over semi-finals and heats;

(b) Submitted times recorded in semi-finals will take precedence over heats.

4.2
Split times or performances from time trials will be considered at the discretion of the C.I. Head Swim Coach.

5.3 
In the event of an equal placing, a ‘swim-off’ will be required to confirm selection, at a time to be determined by the C.I. Coaching Staff.

5.4 
Only swimmers eligible to represent Cayman at the CARIFTA Championships will be selected.

5.5
ALL selected team members will be expected to attend ALL programmed training camps/activities organized between the selection trials and departure for the CARIFTA Championships. 

5.6
Swimmers may be subjected to fitness tests (land and/or water) at any time between the selection trials and departure for the CARIFTA Championships.

5.7
All selected team members will be required to sign and comply with the CIASA Athlete By-Laws.

5.8
There is a no replacement policy for swimmers therefore any swimmer that withdraws from the team following selection may be liable to the Federation for reimbursement of any costs incurred.

5.9 
Any appeals against selections in relation to this selection policy must ONLY be made in accordance with the CIASA appeals procedures per the CIASA Athlete By-Laws. Any attempt to circumvent the selection process may result in disqualification from the team.
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
