2. It is recommended that you enter events that you have swum earlier in the season.  
3. Swimmers must compete in 3 YMCA meets to be eligible to participate in this meet.  
4. There are no qualifying times necessary to enter this meet.  
We will need to provide timers and/or officials to volunteer at the meet.  Please indicate on your entry which session you prefer to help at.  Sessions: SATURDAY AM, SATURDAY PM

Age group.  Swimmers swim their age as of Dec. 1, 2007 for this meet.

Event # (include stroke & distance).  Swimmers can compete in a 


maximum of 3 individual events.

TIME:  Returning swimmers may leave this blank if you want to default to the Team Manager database time.  Otherwise, enter the ACTUAL TIME ACHIEVED and whether it was Short Course Yards (Y), Long Course Meters (LCM) or Short Course Meters (SCM).  If you have no time for an event, just leave the field blank and we’ll ask your coach to provide a time for you.
  FEES:  $4.00 per individual event.  DO NOT PAY FOR RELAYS – these are paid by the YMCA from money earned at our FFYS invitational and other fundraisers.

Facility:
Waterford Kettering High School is an eight lane, twenty-five yard pool.  An additional pool for warm-up is located next to the competition pool. 

A Colorado timing system with an 8-lane scoreboard and manual back-up timers will be used for all events.  Locker room facilities are available, but swimmers must provide their own locks. Spectator seating capacity is ~400. 

The Flint YMCA Falcons and Waterford Schools are not responsible for lost, damaged or stolen property. For the safety of all those attending the swim meet, no one will be allowed to roam outside the pool area around the school facilities.
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Eligibility:
Only certified associations are eligible to compete in this event. An association is a YMCA unit that is 1) certified by the National Board, 2) holds an association, branch, or unit number, 3) is eligible for separate listing in the YMCA directory. A branch, department, or center of a Metropolitan Association is considered an association for purposes of this event.


A swimmer must be a full-time member of the YMCA he/she represents for at least 60 days prior to this event and must have represented only that YMCA in any open competition that he/she participated in during the current season, Sept. 1, 2007 through April 30, 2008. A swimmer may not represent more than one YMCA in competitive sports.


The swimmer’s age is determined by his/her age as of December 1, 2007.  

Errors and


Omissions:
Any errors or omissions in the program will be documented and signed by the Meet Referee and available for review by the coaches at the meet. 

Entry Limits:
Each swimmer may enter a maximum of three individual events and two relays.
Entry Fees:

Electronic Entries $4.00 per individual event, $16.00 per relay event 




Paper Entries $5.00 per individual event, $17.00 per relay event

Deck Entries:
Deck entries will not be accepted for this event.

Seeding:
This meet will be pre-seeded. All events are timed finals and will be seeded slowest to fastest. 

Scratch Meeting: 
There will be a scratch meeting before each session. A representative from each team who is familiar with the roster must attend the meeting. The meeting will also be used to discuss conduct of the meet, collect relay cards, answer questions, etc.

Scratches: 
There is no penalty for scratching an event during the meet.

Marshaling:
Marshaling will take place on deck. Relay cards will be provided to coaches at the beginning of each session. They must be returned to the Meet Scorer with swimmers’ names and swim order 30 minutes prior to the start of the session.

Warm-up

Procedures:
Controlled, supervised warm-up sessions will be utilized in accordance with the warm-up procedures suggested by YMCA swimming. Warm-up lanes will be assigned in order to balance the number of swimmers per lane. 


During the final 20 minutes of warm-up, lanes 1, 2, 7, and 8 will be dedicated as one-way sprint lanes, with diving or backstroke start, one length swim, and then exit at the other end of the pool. Additional sprint lanes will be assigned if required at the direction of the Meet Referee.

Awards:
Awards will be given for places 1-12 in individual events and places 1-6 in relays. Trophies will be awarded for first through sixth place and rosette ribbons will be awarded for places 7-12.
