The process is simple. Click the following link and once you have signed in, you will be brought to a webpage on our team website that will 
allow you to commit or not commit your child to the meet. If you have more than one child swimming you will see them listed on this page. 
You must complete for each swimmer in your family. Their meet commitment status will be shown next to their name. Committed means the 
coach would like that swimmer to attend, Not Committed means the coach has not selected that particular swimmer for the meet.

8. Commitment status CANNOT be changed after the deadline, and swimmers will be entered and BILLED accordingly. NO 
EXCEPTIONS. 

Your coach or team administrator will review your declaration and APPROVE or REJECT your request and once they submit the final choices 
you will be able to review by signing in and clicking on the Attend This Event button for any events listed on our team website. Look at the 
Coach Approval column for the events that you have been confirmed to swim.
