FACILITIES:
POOL - One Indoor 8-lane; 25-yard competition pool. Non-turbulent lane lines with 4-foot minimum and 9-foot maximum pool depth. Racing blocks for all events of 25 yards or longer. Fully automatic Colorado 3000 electronic timing system and one scoreboard with 8-lane, time, and place display. Manual back-up.


The competition course has not been certified in accordance with 104.2.2C(4).

SPECTATORS:
Gymnasium and additional adjacent common area will be available for swimmers and spectators.  NO CHAIRS WILL BE ALLOWED ON THE POOL DECK.  NO FOOD OR DRINK ON THE POOL DECK AT ANY TIME.

HOSPITALITY:
Drinks, snacks, and lunch will be provided to coaches, officials, and all-day meet workers.

COACHES' MEETING: 
A coaches' meeting will be held Friday at 5:15 PM and Saturday at 9:00 AM in the Hospitality room.

The 2011 USA Swimming rules will govern the conduct of the meet unless otherwise noted herein.

ELIGIBILITY:
All participants must be USA Swimming, Inc. registered athletes. Entries will not be accepted without 2011 registration numbers. Coaches and officials must present evidence of certification as required by Southeastern Swimming. A swimmer’s age on the first day of the meet will determine his or her age for the entire meet. Age groups are:  8-U, 10-U, 11-12, 13-14, and Senior.   The meet may be limited to the first 320 swimmers if deemed necessary to meet applicable SES time limits for meet sessions.

SAFETY:
In the interest of safety and accident prevention, coaches and swimmers are asked to observe all posted pool rules and to conduct themselves in a safe and prudent manner as defined in the USA Swimming Rules and Regulations. Please be advised that the depth of the water at the shallow end of the pool is 4-feet minimum. No Racing Dives permitted at the shallow end of the pool during warm-ups. Please caution your swimmers about the water depth. “Any swimmer entered in the meet must be certified by a USA Swimming member coach as being proficient in performing a racing start or must start each race from within the water.  When unaccompanied by a member-coach, it is the responsibility of the swimmer or the swimmer’s legal guardian to ensure compliance with this requirement.” 6/9/2010
WARM UP:
Southeastern Swimming Meet Safety Guidelines and Warm-up Procedures will be in effect at this meet. The meet director will post and announce the warm-up assignments prior to the start of the meet warm-up on the MSA website. Racing Dives will only be allowed during the last 10 minutes of warm-up session with swimming allowed in one direction away from blocks. Swimmers attending the meet without a coach must report to the Meet Director or Referee to be assigned a coach for warm up prior to each session.

ENTRY FEES:
$6.00 per individual swimmer ($3.00 SES surcharge and $3.00 Facility Fee)

$4.00 per individual event ($6.00 per individual event late entry)

$10.00 per relay ($12.00 per relay late entry)

$5.00 per individual swimmer for Out-of-LSC Fee (If applicable)

NOTE:
All entry fees are non-refundable. Late entries will be accepted until forty-five minutes before the start of each session on Friday, Saturday, and Sunday based on lane availability. No new heats will be formed after the meet has been seeded. Late entered individual events and relays will be given a “No Time Seeding”.

ENTRIES:
Swimmers may enter no more than two (2) individual events on Friday night and no more than five (5) individual events per day for Saturday and Sunday, exclusive of relays. The meet may be limited to the first 160 swimmers for 10 & Under and 160 swimmers for 11 and Older. For events 400 yards and longer each event may be limited to the first 16 entries received with fees.

If an entry error is due to an MSA error, the swimmer will be entered in an open lane of the heat nearest his/her entry time or in a new heat. The entire event will not be re-seeded.

Entry forms must be legible and complete. Entry forms must include the swimmers first and last name, age, USA Swimming registration number and yard times for each individual event. Relay times should be listed for each entered relay.

Teams who have HYTEK’S TEAM MANAGER should submit their entries by e-mail to Mike Burrows at testermike@knology.net see below for the deadline for mailed entries. Phone or fax entries will not be accepted. Meet results will be e-mailed to the address provided on the Team Information form.

ENTRY DEADLINE: 
In accordance with the guidance on the Southeastern Swimming website, the meet entry file will be closed and forwarded to Tom Healey one week before the meet (4th November).  Therefore, all entries (electronic or hard copy) and supporting paperwork i.e. team information & summary form, signed liability release, and entry fees including surcharges must be received by the entries chairman on or before Tuesday, Midnight, November 1st, 2011. Please make checks payable to MSA and note that all entry fees are non-refundable. A scanned .pdf copy of the entry forms can be e-mailed but the original liability form must be presented in order for the swimmer to take part in their event.


Please note, no swimmers can be considered as entered in the meet, until the entry fees have been received and priority will be given to paid swimmers, regardless of the date of receipt of the entry information.

DISABILITIES: 
Swimmers with disabilities are welcome and must complete the Information Form for Disabled Swimmers and return it with the entries.

MEET FORMAT:
This is a timed finals meet. All events will be pre-seeded except the events 400 yards or longer, which will be deck-seeded. Swimmers must sign-in with the Clerk of Course for all deck-seeded events. Sign-in deadline is 4:45 PM, Friday November 11, 2011. If the swimmer is not checked in with the Clerk of Course, the swimmer is legally scratched from the event. Meet management reserves the right to add breaks in between events to allow for a better competitive atmosphere.
RELAYS:
Relays will be deck-seeded Timed Finals and will swim slowest to fastest. Relay cards will be distributed in coaches’ packets (available Friday afternoon). Cards must be completely and properly filled out and submitted to Clerk of Course by 8:30 AM Saturday For Session 2, 11:45 AM Saturday For Session 3, 8:30 AM Sunday For Session 4, and by 11:45 AM Sunday for Session 5 in order for the relay team to swim. The cards will remain with Clerk of Course and heat sheets will be distributed and posted as soon as possible.  
PENALTIES:
For Deck-Seeded Events:  Failing to swim an event after a positive check-in will result in the swimmer being barred from his/her next event. 

DECK SEEDED EVENTS:
Swimmers must positive check-in with the Clerk of Course for all deck-seeded individual events at least 45 minutes prior to the start of the session. All deck-seeded events will be combined and swum fastest to slowest, alternating girls and boys. MSA will make every attempt to provide timers for deck-seeded events. However, to ensure smooth operation of the meet, swimmers may be called upon to provide their own timers. Swimmers must provide their own lap counters.  

SCRATCHES:
All scratches should be submitted to the Clerk of Course as soon as possible to provide lanes for possible late entries. A swimmer may scratch a pre-seeded event on the block without penalty.  Swimmers who have entered and checked in for a deck-seeded event, must swim in that event unless they notify the Clerk of Course (before seeding for that event has been done) that they wish to scratch. Failure to scratch prior to seeding and not swimming the event will result in the swimmer being barred from the next individual event in which they are entered, whether it is that day or the next.

PROCEDURE FOR POSITIVE CHECK-IN OR SCRATCHING:  Only the swimmer or his/her coach may check-in or scratch a swimmer. If swimming an event, the swimmer or his/her coach shall circle the name of the swimmer and place their initials next to the swimmer’s name.

AWARDS:
Ribbons will be given for 1st-8th place for individual events and 1st-3rd place for relays. Also, awards for High Point and Runner-Up High Point for each age group and for male/female will be given.

SPECIAL NOTE:
Should there be any question; MEET OFFICIALS will recognize ONLY coaches or their designated representatives. The Referee reserves the right to combine heats and/or events.

PARKING: 
Parking behind the facility and in the circular drive is strictly forbidden. Vehicles illegally parked will be subject to towing by local authorities.
