DECEMBER 31 DEADLINE

Your 2006 charter expires on December 31st.  In order to have continuous liability insurance, your charter fee for 2006 must be received with all compliance (2007 coach & fees) by January 1st.  During any lapse of club membership, in addition to having no club liability insurance, no sanctions will be issued, and your swimmers cannot represent your club in competition. They must be unattached. (no relays).
