3. Treasurer (S. Wilson):  See attached balance sheets:   Net Worth $170,000; Scott to continue to invest as necessary.

4. Registration (C. Hendershot):  642 athletes and non-athletes registered in LSC.  Don’t forget background checks need to be complete by May 4th.

5. Officials (J. Crain):  43 Officials in good standing.

7. Sanctions (T. Phillips):  We are ahead this year on meets.

8. Camp Coordinator-New chair Caroline McDermott

9. Top 16: need new chair:  2 Swimmers from short course made cuts—Tim Phillips and Travis Green—final list is not out yet.
10. Unfinished and New Business:

A. Athlete Award System:  Send in names for bag tag:  need to have five A times, four AA times, three AAA times, two AAAA times or one Top 16 in order to receive the respective bag tag.  Send in information to Tom Phillips.

B. Consider LSC growth task force:  challenge to bring in 100 new swimmers to the LSC this year.  

C. Long Course Champs ’07:  Will be held at the Kenyon College natatorium in Gambier, Ohio. Entry fees for individual will increase to $4 to help cover cost of rental of facilities.  Dorms will not be available.  Cafeteria food service can be avail—need to pre-pay first (no cash).  Contact Tom Phillips for details.  Unsure on Coaches Hospitality.  Motion by L. Kraus and 2nd by T. Phillips to change the 13 & over and distance free (800/1500 and 1000/1650) to “OPEN” events in order to simplify meet manager set-up.  These events will not be scored separately, but are eligible for meet records in the respective age groups.   Motion PASSED unanimously.
D. 2007 Southern Zone Championships:  Motion to approve coaches:  Head-JoEllen Scheirman, Assistants:  Tom Blodgett and Caroline McDermott, by J. Crain and 2nd by T. Plemons.  PASSED unanimously.  Also Motion by L. Kraus to approve five chaperones due to bus trip this year.  2nd by C. McDermott and PASSED unanimously.  Motion by T. Blodgett and 2nd by C. McDermott to make Open Water Competition mandatory this year except for medical reasons.  PASSED unanimously.  

E. Registration Fees:  Motion by C. McDermott to hold USA fees (total) for the athlete to $63 through 2010 and 2nd by S. Lutz.  PASSED unanimously.  Motion by T. Blodgett to hold cost of non-athlete/coach at $15 for the WV LSC portion of the fees and 2nd by L. Kraus.  PASSED unanimously.   Motion to increase seasonal athlete fees $1 per year to keep LSC portion @ $10 by G. Olson and 2nd by C. McDermott.  PASSED unanimously.  Fees for 2008 will be $63 for athlete; $102.50 for non-athlete family and $33 for seasonal.
F. Motion by G. Olson to restrict all sanctioned WV meets to have meet fees no higher than $3 for  individual and $8 for relays; 2nd by T.Plemons and PASSED unanimously.  
G. Motion by L. Kraus to approve officials’ certification program changes as approved by officials committee and 2nd by C. McDermott.  PASSED unanimously.  

H. Financial:  USA Swimming is requiring a monthly audit of the books due to recent problems with other LSC’s.  Rec:  Stan Rittenhouer and Les Howard to do these.  Scott to talk with them.  All checks need to be cosigned—T. Phillips to act as cosigner.
