Mission Statement as per By-Laws

The purpose or purposes for which this corporation is formed are:

(a) To maintain, supervise and support aquatic and other programs for the children of the West Texas Area; promote aquatic competition with other organizations for the benefit of the participants; direct area organizations in development of aquatic programs; to utilize the organization’s programs and activities to combat juvenile delinquency and to develop the opportunities our programs provide to combat juvenile health problems;

(b) To provide educational classes for all residents regarding basic and advanced aquatic skills and water safety habits.  To provide educational classes to train area aquatics related instructors and trainers in the latest in aquatics developments.   To provide lifestyle enhancing classes to educate the general public in areas of health, medicine and nutrition.

(c) To maintain, supervise and support aquatic and other programs for adults and children for purposes of health, rehabilitation and fitness; promote programs addressing health needs of the elderly suffering from problems of arthritis, stroke, obesity and degenerative musculature; promote programs addressing lifestyle issues such as diet and exercise; and develop the opportunities our programs provide to combat adult and Senior health problems.

(d) To provide for the necessary instructors, facilities, equipment and services that may be deemed necessary, proper and appropriate for the accomplishment of the aforesaid purposes;

(e) To promote the lifelong healthy benefits of aquatics activities in the West Texas Area for people of all ages and walks of life.
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
