MEET INFO:    

The HYCAT @ Charleston swimmers, especially the HYCAT “Competitive” Team mem-bers, were entered in ALL individual events within their age group AND some additional “senior” age group events for the 3 day meet except for those swim-

mers who joined the HYCAT “Competitive” Program for the 2009 HYCAT Fall Swimming season or at the discretion of the HYCAT Coaching Staff.

Please see/talk to your HYCAT Coach BEFORE you leave the pool on Saturday & Sunday to see if you have been placed on a relay!!!  If on a relay, three (3) other HYCAT swimmers are depending upon YOU to stay & swim on the relay!!!

The entries were prepared by Greg Olson; Jo Ellen Scheirman & Cindy Hemsworth!!  ALL HYCAT swimmers, except for Comp 3/Comp 4 swimmers who were entered in their 2008 Kortz times, were entered were entered in their “LTB” times unless the swimmer did not have a time for a specific event in which case the swimmers was entered as “NT” (NO TIME).  If a swimmer participated in any swim meet prior to October 13th, those times were also used for this meet. If you have any ques-tions regarding this procedure/policy, please see/talk to either Greg Olson. 

The swimmers are eligible to swim ALL events offered for their age group. HYCAT “Recreational/Developmental” Team swimmers were able to select their events OR indicated that they wanted the HYCAT Coaching Staff to select their events in which case the swimmer was entered in ALL events within their age group with Cindy’s approval.  HYCAT “Competitive” Team members were entered in ALL events within their age group {some exceptions were made for 1st year Competitive swimmers} PLUS some “senior” events since this is our first meet of the season and it is at home!!! [NOTE: Greg Olson & Jo Ellen Scheirman informed the swimmers of this policy for the past 4-5 weeks in their Weekly Team Meetings].

The swimming events were divided into “short events” versus “long events” and swimmers will not be swimming every event (stroke & distance) offered within their age group at this meet due to this event set-up.

Also, there are several “Competitive” Team members who cannot participate in some, or all, of the events on FRI, OCT 30TH due to school and/or family related activities; on SAT, OCT 31ST due to school and/or family related activities and on SUN, NOV 01ST due to family related reasons and/or a few swimmers with injuries. The swimmers missing a day (or a significant portion) of the meet will be REQUIRED to work either Saturday or Sunday morning or afternoon to make-up for missing a significant portion of a REQUIRED swimming session.  MUST work session that they ARE NOT competing!!!  If unable to complete their work @ the HYCAT Kortz Meet, the swimmer will have to work “double” @ either the HYCAT “Y” Invitational Meet (Sat-Sun, Nov 14th-15th); or the HYCAT Nov High School Meet (Sat, Nov 21st); or HYCAT “Tommy Bird” Capital City Meet (Fri-Sun, Dec 11th-13th).

The HYCAT Coaching Staff would like {wants} ALL HYCAT swimmers {and parents to participate} to wear HYCAT logo swimwear ONLY at the meet!!! If not, you may wear USA Swimming logo items w/HYCAT Coach approval OR wear a plain t-shirt or sweatshirt!  A HYCAT team suit {solid navy blue} and HYCAT team cap is REQUIRED of ALL HYCAT swimmers, both “Recreational/Developmental” and “Competitive!!!”

The HYCAT Coaching Staff would like to “see” ALL swimmers BEFORE and AFTER they swim their events!  The HYCAT Coaching Staff will be located on the tennis court side of the pool in the middle of area.  See your coach BEFORE you see/talk to your parents! 

The HYCAT Coaching Staff would like very much for the swimmers to give their “very best effort” and swim the events that they have been entered in the meet.  We ask that the parents support & encourage their child(ren) to compete in the events that the swimmer has been entered = THANK YOU!!! 

The HYCAT Coaching Staff EXPECTS that ALL swimmers will participate in the warm-ups as outlined on the front page, including ALL 8-Under swimmers!  As outlined, the “stretching” program is OPTIONAL but the HYCAT Coaching Staff strongly recommends/encourages the swimmers to participate in this program to “fully” warm-up before their events!

HYCAT TAP INFO:

If any HYCAT swimmer is working for “3 share HYCAT TAP support” for the 2009-2010 swimming season (either for one of the 2008-09 TAP designated swim meets, the swimmer MUST compete fully in ALL HYCAT Swim Meets during the year and both of the WV State Championship Meets.  This information was spelled out at our Annual meeting held on Sunday, August 23rd and within the handout entitled “HYCAT TAP Requirement/Criteria” handout. Also, if the swimmer is working for a “3 share HYCAT TAP support,” the swimmer MUST participate fully @ ALL warm-up sessions & compete in ALL events entered.
