Dry side responsibilities include but are not limited to handling or overseeing all 
meet information, meet results, meet publicity, team publicity, team travel, best 
times, team records, team files, team newsletter, team roster, media contacts, 
attendance at pertinent meetings, and preparation and presentation of a monthly 
report. 
 
Qualified candidates must have competitive swimming experience as a coach 
with a strong desire to work with athletes of all ages and ability levels, along 
with outstanding communication and teaching skills. Leadership ability, 
dependability and a strong work ethic are a must.
