MEET DIRECTOR'S CHECKLIST

The following is intended to serve as a guideline and checklist for certain responsibilities of the Host Club. It is not intended to be all inclusive.

_____
A complete copy of meet invitation must be sent to the Sanction Chairman at least 


6 weeks (dual meets-2 weeks) prior to meet or the meet will not be sanctioned.

_____
Send copy of meet invitation at least 30 days prior to meet to names on Club Contact List which have an asterisk by their name (copy enclosed).

_____
Send copy of meet invitation to General Chairman and to meet referee.

_____
Arrange to have four marshals present for warm-ups on all days of the meet. The marshals must be USA members and should not be anyone who will be officiating the meet because the officials need to be available for a meeting during warm-ups. IMPORTANT - IT IS THE MEET DIRECTORS RESPONSIBILITY TO ARRANGE FOR MARSHALS PRIOR TO THE START OF WARM-UPS!!

_____
Arrange to have two across-the-board judges to work during the entire meet. These two individuals do not have to be non-athlete members of USA. They should report to the meet referee at least 15 minutes prior to the start of the competition.

_____
Provide heat sheets and clipboards for officials.

_____
Include in the official results and the names of all swimmers on relay teams.

_____
Send copies of official results to all Clubs on the Club Contact List who participated in the meet and also to the General Chairman and Records Chairman. Any Club not providing official results within fifteen days following the completion of the meet is subject to a $35.00 fine.

_____
Complete and send copies of the Meet Financial Report (copy enclosed) to the General Chairman, Treasurer, and Secretary. Any Club which does not provide a Meet Financial Report within forty-five days following the completion of the meet is subject to a $35.00 fine. A check for remittance to the Snake River Travel Fund should accompany the copy sent to the Treasurer.

_____
Clubs are reminded that Snake River Swimming meet guidelines strongly recommends that 40% to 50% of meet entry fees should go to awards.

_____
Except for championship meets and meets with qualifying times of t1A" or better, the portion of the meet for 12 and Under swimmers cannot last longer than four hours each day.
