 Equipment Report 2008 SRS HOD
A few comments regarding the new timing trailer and the old trailer.
 
New Trailer:  The new trailer has full size wheels so it will tow much safer at freeway speeds.  There is a full size spare mounted on the right side panel inside the trailer.  It has a standard 2” ball and the standard flat four electrical hook-up.  There is a parking wheel on the front of the trailer that drops down.  One new feature with this trailer is it has two drop down stabilizers in the back.  You will need to put these in the down position when parked if you disconnect the trailer from your hitch.  Otherwise if you step into the trailer from the rear it could tip back.  There are two full size doors at the rear and one large door on the front right. All have locks with one key that fits all.  No more bungee cords!  Each timing pad has its own carpet lined slot that you take out and return via the back door.  I ask that you always fill the bottom stack of six pads first then the top six slots….and please fill the center slots first for trailer weight balance while driving.  The computer has a nice nested box to fit in.
 
The only caution I want to emphasize is it could be easy to forget to retract the two back stabilizers when you are ready to tow the trailer.  I’ll have a placard with a reminder.  The trailer hauls nicely.  It has air vents so it won’t heat up during hot weather towing.
 
The trailer has a plain white paint job.  An idea I want to run past all of you is having someone with painting or stenciling talent create some type of Snake River Swimming logo paint job on the sides and back panel.  We could start out simple with our LSC name, our web address, and perhaps something about competitive youth swimming in Idaho, SW Oregon, and Northern Nevada.  Think about this and if there is interest we need to either have the paint job contracted out or use the talents of someone in the LSC.
 
Old Trailer:  It has never been so ugly.  It is sitting in my parking storage area at home and I’d like to have us sell it.  I wouldn’t be disappointed if we sold it for $100.  We could let the LSC hold a bid auction for LSC members.  If nobody wants to buy it then I could haul it to the dump.  But it is worth something….but not much!
 
All for now.  We have a really nice trailer.  Safer, easier on the timing equipment, and a whole lot less embarrassing for those who volunteer to haul our timing equipment.
