Hello Kodiak Kingfishers officials. The Kodiak Kingfishers Swim Club (KKF) is part of the Alaska Swimming Local Swimming Committee (LSC) in the USA Swimming Organization. We support (officiate) home meets, time trials, championship meets, and Kodiak High School meets. You may also officiate at any USA Swimming meet including National meets if you are interested. 
How to become an official

To start officiating with KKF, complete these requirements in this order:

1. Discuss the positions you are interested in with a KKF official.

2. Register with USA Swimming (there is an apprentice registration if you are not sure you want to be an official).

3. Take the online course for the position(s) you are interested in holding.

4. Shadow for the appropriate number of meets. Make arrangements for this shadowing through the KKF referees or KKF Board. Please complete steps 1-3 before shadowing.
5. Complete the background check and Athlete Protection Training.

6. Sign up for meet positions online prior to meets…and have fun helping our swimmers on deck!
7. Update your registration, training, and other requirements as required (see below).

To maintain your status as a KKF official complete these requirements:
1. You must be a registered member of USA swimming each year. This registration must be renewed every calendar year. KKF will pay for this registration once you complete AND SEND IN THE FORM TO AK SWIMMING. ALL REGISTRATION FORMS SHOULD BE SUBMITTED TO AK SWIMMING BY DECEMBER 1.
2. You must pass a level 2 back ground check every 2 years. USA Swimming has an active “safe sport” policy to ensure the safety of our swimmers, coaches, and volunteers. You are encouraged to go to the USA Swimming web site to learn more about the policies and guidelines in place to define appropriate behavior and conduct. Kodiak Kingfishers will reimburse you for $18 (renewal price) once you provide a valid receipt. To get the $18 renewal price the background check must be renewed within 1 month of expiration. ALL BACKGROUND CHECKS SHOULD BE COMPLETE BY DECEMBER 1 (in the year it is due).
3. You must complete the Athlete Protection Training every 2 years. This is a free online training program. ALL APT SHOULD BE COMPLETE BY DECEMBER 1.
4. Most positions must remain active to maintain certification or must retake the tests. The Referee position is the only positon that requires testing every 3 years to remain certified although it is recommended for all positions. 
Registration

Go to the Alaska Swimming website, print out the registration form, fill out, and return to the KKF Board. KKF will submit and pay for the registration to AK Swimming. The form can be found at https://www.teamunify.com/SubTabGeneric.jsp?team=wzaslsc&_stabid_=1907. Once you fill out the form, submit to AK Swimming. DO NOT send in a payment with you registration. KKF will cover the fee once we are billed by AK Swimming.
Online Tests
