Warm-ups: Warm-up will begin at 8:00 am and end at 9:00 am.  Alaska swimming, Inc. (ASI) warm-up/warm-down procedures will be in effect.

Meet start: The meet will begin at 9:00 AM. 1650's will be swum at the conclusion of the meet and swimmers will need to provide their own lap counters/timers.

Facility: 25-yard pool, six (6) lanes with flow through lane lines.  The competition course has not been certified in accordance with USAS 104.2.2C(4).  Colorado electronic timing system with six (6) line display board, horn start with strobe light attachment, Dolphin digital watch back up, HY-TEK computer placing and scoring.

Eligibility: All swimmers must be currently registered with USA Swimming (USAS) in the state of Alaska.  Swimmers must swim in the age group corresponding to their age on the first day of the meet.

Rules: Current ASI, USAS age group, and senior rules will govern all events.

All events are timed finals and will be pre-seeded except the 400 I/M and 1,650 which will be deck seeded with positive check in 30 minutes prior to event start.

Coaches, please scratch those swimmers that you know will not be competing in the meet and/or event as soon as possible a smooth flow at the Clerk of Course.  Failure to scratch may result in an empty lane during the event.  Warm-up/down procedures will be enforced.

Entries:  A swimmer may enter a total of five (5) individual events and one (1) relay event    

Entries must be submitted using the HY-TEK program.  A hard copy of your team’s entries should be available at the meet.  Financial recap sheet should also accompany your entries.    

Please submit the name and telephone number of a contact person in case there are any questions about the entries.  If submitted entries have errors, corrections will only be made concerning age group; otherwise they will be swum as entered.

A signature of the club representative on the verification form shall attest to verification of each athlete’s and each coaches current USAS registration.  If assigned verification form is not received, the team entries may not be accepted.

Teams should make checks payable to NPAC.  The check must accompany entries and entry fees are non-refundable.
