Oct 9th: 
Thanksgiving- No swimming
Oct 28th: 
FSJ Time trial- Events selected by coaches. Held during Saturday practice session and is open to Novice and Junior groups only.
Nov 3rd-5th: 
Grande Prairie Swim Meet-First regional meet of the year, open to all athletes within the club. (Timed finals)

Nov 11th: 
Remembrance day- No swimming
Nov 17th-19th:
Prince George Fall Invitational- Second regional meet of the season, some qualifying standards on events. (Timed finals)
Dec 1st-3rd:
FSJ Swim Meet- Third regional meet of the season, all athletes strongly encourage to participate. (Timed finals)
Dec 14th-17th: 
J.P Fiset Edmonton Swim Meet- First big competition of the season, must meet qualifying standards to compete. Level of competition gives athletes attending the opportunity to compete at a meet comparable to Swim BC Provincial Championships.

Novice and Junior (Session 1 completed- must notify registrar if planning on continuing through 2nd session)
Christmas Break – No Swimming    (Dec 23rd – Jan 2nd: National, Senior, Intermediate)

Jan 20th & 21st:
Peace River Swim Meet- Great swim meet for Novice and Junior groups to attend as the meet is geared towards 1st year athletes and those just learning how to swim. Open to all athletes within the club, good last chance meet for those athletes looking to qualify for Swim BC provincial standards. (Timed finals)

Jan 27th & 28th:
Grande Prairie LC- A swim meet designed to give swimmers an opportunity to compete in a 50 meter pool before championship meets. This event is open to all athletes.

Feb 12th:
Family Day- No swimming
Feb 16th-18th:   FSJ Swim Meet- Fifth regional meet of the season, all athletes strongly encourage to participate. (Timed finals) 
Mar 2nd-4th:
Tier 2 Provincial Championships- For ages 13& over girls and 14&over boys. Athletes that have obtained one qualifying time are eligible to attend. There are no bonus swims at this meet as a swimmer may only compete in the events that he/she have qualified for. This meet will be short course with heats and finals for all non-distance events. - Kamloops 
Mar 9th-11th:
Tier 1 Provincial Championships-  For ages 12&U girls and 13&under boys. Athletes that have obtained 200 IM and one other Swim BC Provincial qualifying time are encouraged to compete at this high level provincial meet. Qualifying in the two events will ensure that each athlete can participate in 8 events. (Timed finals except 200 Fr & 200 IM) Penticton
Mar 16th-18th:
Swim Alberta Championships-  For ages 13&over girls and 14&over boys. Athletes that have obtained at least three Swim Alberta qualifying time are encouraged to compete at this high level provincial meet. This meet will be Long Course. - Edmonton
Spring Break – No Swimming (March 19-25- 1 week: National, Senior, Intermediate)

(March 19-31- 2 weeks: Junior A/B and Novice A/B)

March 30th 
:Good Friday - No swimming sessions
April 2nd
:Easter Monday – No swimming sessions

April 2nd – 6th 
:Swim Challenge- 2nd biggest fundraiser of the year that enables athletes to collect pledges for swimming 200 laps or 2 hours straight for as many laps as possible up to a total of 200 laps.
April 5th-8th: 
Canadian Swimming Championships – Athletes that have obtained Long Course qualifying times set by Swimming Canada are encouraged to compete at this high level national meet, team travel swim meet with a possible chaperone. (Preliminaries and Finals) Montreal
April 12th-15th: 
Western Championships- Athletes that have obtained two Western qualifying times are encouraged to compete at this high level multi-provincial meet. Team travel swim meet with a possible chaperone. (Preliminaries and Finals) Victoria

April 30th: 
Second session ends for Novice, Junior and Swim 4 Fit groups
May 5th&6th:
 Grande Prairie Swim Meet- Seventh regional swim meet of the season, some qualifying times to compete in selected events by Grande Prairie meet manager. All athletes are encouraged to compete at the meet. (Long Course- Preliminaries and Finals)
May 19th:  
FSJ Time trial- Events selected by coaches. Held during Saturday practice session and is open to Intermediate, Senior, National and Swim 4 Life groups.
May 21st: 
Victoria Day: No swimming
June-August: 
Championship/Competition phase of season swim meets- Athletes that have qualifying times to compete in either Swim BC Provincial Championship meets or National level competitions continue their season investing capital for shared pool time and space at a pro-rated amount based on the need of each swimmer to prepare for their final year end competition. All meets from this point have preliminaries and finals and based on level of competition.  The meets will be team travel or coach assisted travel.
June 1st-3rd: 
Wolf Pack Invitational- All athletes are encouraged to attend this swim meet as an opportunity to race competitors outside our region and serves as a last chance opportunity to obtain qualifying times for summer provincial level meets. (Preliminaries and Finals) Kamloops
June TBA: 
Year-end awards banquet- All athletes and parents are invited to attend our swim clubs year-end banquet to celebrate the success of those individuals receiving awards and celebrate another year with friends and family within the club.

June 30th:
Season ends for Intermediate, Senior and National level athletes that have not qualified for summer competition swim meets.  Also, Swim 4 Life is also finished for the season.

 Canadian Junior Championships Women 13-17 & Men 14-18 that have obtained Long Course qualifying times set by Swimming Canada are encouraged to compete at this high level national meet, team travel swim meet with a possible chaperone. (Preliminaries and Finals) Winnipeg
July 25th-30th:
 Far Westerns Athletes that have obtained Long Course qualifying times set by USA Swimming are encouraged to compete at this high level international meet, team travel swim meet with a possible chaperone. (Preliminaries and Finals) Moraga, California
