The deck level viewing area and lobby does not have food or beverage restrictions.

An updated official’s grid will be posted in the official’s room each morning. Please arrive 1 hour before the session starts. Marshalls must arrive 15 minutes prior to the warm-up. Official’s briefing will be 45 min prior to the start of each session. Suggested attire: Timers (including Chief Timer) - white tops with black bottoms and shoes. All other officials - red tops with black bottoms and shoes.

DESCRIPTION AND IMPORTANT INFORMATION:

The meet format has been altered from previous years.  It is 5 session 2 day meet.
12 & under events will be timed finals and will be swum in Session 2 (Saturday afternoon) and Session 4 (Sunday morning).
13 & over prelims will be conducted in Session 1.  Finals will be swum in Sessions 3 and 5. There are also timed final events that will be swum in Session 5.  

Relays will be swum in Sessions 2, 3, 4 and 5.

FINALS: 16 swimmers will qualify for A & B finals. If an event has less than 16 swimmers there will only be an “A” final.
13 and over Male and female IM eliminator race will be swum in Session 5.  Each team may select one male and one female to participate.  A maximum of 8 male and 8 female swimmers will participate. If there are less than 8 teams participating, the team with the greatest number of registered swimmers will be invited to submit second male and female competitors.  The team with the next greatest number of swimmers will be invited to submit second male and female competitors.  This process will continue until either all 8 lanes are filled or until teams decline to submit further entries.

The eliminator events will be comprised of 50 m races in the order of fly, back, breast, free, fly, back, breast, free.  The slowest swimmer after each 50 m will be eliminated.  The Starter will start each 50 m race so there will be a break between each 50 m.
There will be no published official times or results for this event.

ELIGIBILITY:


There are no qualifying time standards in effect for this meet. 

All athletes must be registered as Competitive swimmers with SNC, or any other amateur swimming organization recognized by FINA.   A valid SNC registration number is required for all Canadian swimmers, and entries without a SNC registration number will be declined entry.
PARA SWIMMERS:


All swimmers must have a current and valid classification. No separate events will be setup for PARA swimmers. Swimmer’s times will count as PARA times but no Regional, Provincial, or National records will be recognized. No separate awards will be presented to PARA swimmers.
ENTRY DEADLINE:  Wednesday April 11, 2018. Meet management will limit entries to 400 swimmers.

ENTRIES:


Entries must be submitted through the SNC online entries system at www.swimming.ca .                        

Meet Management will not accept entries directly via email.
Entries must include a valid 9 digit Swimming Canada identification number and the correct date of birth.  
Ages submitted are to be as of April 21, 2018 (first day of competition)
Entries for all events must be in Short Course Metre times, actual or Hy-tek converted. 
Swimmers may enter a maximum of six individual events, 4 relays  and the eliminator event.
DECK ENTRIES:

Deck entry requests are to be brought to the meet manager. 

Deck entries may be accepted if there are empty lanes available and will be considered as exhibition swims only.  No new heats will be created. Swimmers entered on deck must have valid proof of SNC registration (number) as an active, competitive swimmer.  The charge for a deck entry is $15.

COACH’S REGISTRATION:


Meet management will cross reference the list of coaches in attendance at this competition with the Swim Ontario Compliancy lists.  If a coach is not on this list, meet management is obligated to enforce the SNC policy and not permit that coach to attend the meet.  Meet management will forward Swim Ontario a list of coaches who they have found to be in non-compliance.

COACHES’ MEETING:


Saturday, April 21, 2018 is 7 am in the lobby outside the lifeguard office. One coach from each participating club is to attend. 
TIME SPLITS:


The procedure for obtaining an 'Official Split' now requires that coaches make the request to the session referee or meet management on the “Official Split Request” form prior to the race. The split for the lead-off leg in relays will still be regarded as an official split and therefore no request by coaches is needed for relays. However, in the new 'mixed gender' relays, lead-off times/splits are not considered ‘official splits' as per international practice.

Meet management requires that any coach wishing to rely on a time achieved by the swimmer for an interval shorter than the total distance of the event shall so advise the Referee prior to the commencement of the session in question.

MEET RESULTS: 


Meet Results will be posted both on deck and in the main lobby. Official Results will be posted within 48 hours of completion of the meet to www.swimming.ca
SAFETY & LIABILITY:


Only participating swimmers, officials, certified registered coaches, and authorized people are allowed on deck. 
RECORDING OF EVENT:


Only individuals that have made application and received authorization to record the event, in any manner, in any medium or context now known or hereafter developed, shall be granted access and permission to do so.  Please contact Meet Manager for application and authorization.

MIXED-GENDER:


The Swim Ontario statement on mixed-gender swimming is set out as follows:

Notwithstanding Rule SW 10.1 adopted by the Technical Swimming Committee of Swimming/Natation Canada, Swim Ontario will consider requests for sanction for meets that provide for mixed gender swimming in the following circumstances:

Mixed gender swims may also be permitted when, due to a missed swim, it is necessary for a referee to seed a swimmer in a heat of the same or shorter distance, for competitors of the opposite gender, on an exception basis.

In spite of this rule, any swimmer who achieves a record time at any level (regional, provincial, national etc., whether age group or open) will not be recognized for that record unless the coach has advised the referee prior to the start of the session that there is a possibility of the record being broken, and the referee insures that the swimmer competes with competitors of the same gender for his/her heat.

In the event that mixed gender swims are permitted pursuant to this policy, the results must still be posted separately by the gender of swimmers.
COMPETITION RULES:

Sanctioned by Swim Ontario. All current Swimming/Natation Canada (SNC) rules will be followed.

For club and provincial meets, a swimsuit that covers more of the body such as modesty swimwear or religious cover-ups is permitted providing that the fabric is permeable open mesh textile material and does not give the swimmer an advantage. The full interpretation can be viewed HERE.  Advanced notification or for clarification of interpretation please see the Competition Coordinator.
SCRATCHES AND POSITIVE CHECK-IN:
Scratches shall be submitted 30 minutes prior to the start of each session. 
Swimmers are to check in with the clerk of course prior to each event. 
There will be no penalty for failure to check in with the clerk of course for a preliminary event or a timed final event. 

Failure to check in for an A or B Final will be considered a “no show”.  The swimmer will be removed from that final event 
plus any other final event during the session. Once a substitution is made, no further changes will be permitted.
RELAYS:
Relay name changes are due 30 minutes before the start of each session.

Relay swimmer substitutions may be possible after the name change deadline but at the discretion of the session referee. 

AWARDS:

The top three swimmers in each individual event will receive medals. Swimmers placing 4th to 8th will receive ribbons. For 
relays, 1st place team members will receive medals; members of teams placing 2nd and 3rd will receive ribbons. Awards will be 
provided for each gender and age group as follows: 10 and under, 11-12, 13-14, 15 and over. Each male and female winner of the IM eliminator race will be awarded a prize.
SCORING:

There will be no scoring of events for this meet.
Canadian Age Group Record $1000 Prize!!  At this meet in 2013, three Canadian Age Group National records were broken.  The challenge continues. A $1000 prize will be paid to any swimmer (or club if NCAA rules apply) that breaks an able bodied Canadian Age Group National record (individual or relay) at the McDonald’s Canadian Record Challenge on April 20-22, 2018.
