	The facility is an indoor 25 yard pool. Minimum diving end depth is five feet (5’). Twenty 25 yard lanes will be available for warm up.  Fully automatic Daktronics touch pad timing and scoreboard will be used.  There is ample seating in a spectator area and deck space for swimmers. Free parking is available.
The competition course has not been certified.

SPECTATOR ADMISSION:
	Swimmer(s) must be registered with USA Swimming prior to the competition.  Age as of November 2, 2019 shall determine the swimmer’s age for the entire meet. ***Indiana Swimming does not process on-site athlete registration.

Current USA Swimming and Indiana Swimming rules will govern this meet.  All applicable adults participating in or associated with this meet acknowledge that they are subject to the provisions of the USA Swimming Minor Athlete Abuse Prevention Policy (“MAAPP”), and that they understand that compliance with the MAAPP policy is a condition of participation in the conduct of this competition.
ONLY volunteers listed with the deck access personnel will be allowed on the pool deck. 

At a sanctioned competitive event, USA Swimming athlete members must be under the supervision of a USA Swimming member coach during warm-up, competition, and warm-down. The Meet Director or Meet Referee may assist in making arrangements for such supervision, but it is the swimmer’s responsibility to make such arrangements prior to the start of the meet.
Any swimmer entered in the meet, must be certified by a USA Swimming-member coach as being proficient in performing a racing start or must start each race from within the water. When unaccompanied by a member-coach, it is the responsibility of the swimmer or the swimmer’s legal guardian to ensure compliance with this requirement.
In swimming competitions, the competitor must wear only one swimsuit in one or two pieces except as provided in USA Swimming rule.  All swimsuits shall be made from textile materials.  For men, the swimsuit shall not extend above the navel not below the knees, and for women, shall not cover the neck, extend past the shoulder, not extend below the knee.  Deck changes are prohibited.

The use of audio or visual recording devices, including a cell phone, is NOT permitted in changing areas, rest rooms, or locker rooms.  Cell phones and cameras may not be used on deck behind the blocks.
Operation of a drone, or any other flying apparatus, is prohibited over the venue (pools, athlete/coach areas, spectator areas, and open-ceiling locker rooms) any time athletes, coaches, officials, and/or spectators are present.  Exceptions may be granted with prior written approval by the Program Operations Vice Chair.

Coaches MUST constantly display their current USA Swimming coach credential to gain deck access.  The meet referee reserves the right to ask for coach credential display and/or deny access if coach does not comply or card is no longer valid/current.
It is understood and agreed that USA Swimming shall be free from any liabilities or claims for damages arising by reason of injuries to anyone during the conduct of the event.
This meet will be conducted as “timed finals” and governed by the rules and regulations in the USA Swimming Official handbook. The “no recall” starting procedure will be observed for all events in this meet. Attached is a schedule of warm-ups and events. 
The meet will be conducted in 2 pools on Saturday & Sunday morning. SCA reserves the right to limit number of entries for the 500Free / 400IM.   Refunds will be given for those entrants not making the cut.    Teams will be required to provide their own counters for the 500 free. 
Positive check in will be required for all sessions. Sign in sheets will be taken down 45 minutes prior to the start of each session.  Swimmers not signed in will be scratched from all events for a given day.
SCA reserves the right to use “fly-over starts” for all events at the discretion of the meet referee. SCA reserves the right to LIMIT event entries if FULL or to accommodate the Indiana Swimming 4-hour rule.  Refunds will be given for entrants cut from the event.

Entries will be accepted starting: September 30, 2019.  Entry deadline will be: October 19, 2019.  Deadline will be extended if the meet is not full.  Updates will not be accepted after October 26, 2019.
· Each swimmer will be limited to no more than 6 events per day.

· Enter swimmer with his/her first and last name, birthday (m/d/y), and USA number in the entry report format from Hy-Tek Team Manager.  Make sure to age up your swimmer.
· Enter in SCY only

· Include Completed Team Summary Sheet, release and hold harmless agreement (MANDITORY), and check
· “No Time” entries will be accepted for events shorter than 200 yards

· Entries on Hy-Tek (e-mail).  Team entries larger than 5 swimmers not in electronic  Hy-Tek format will be charged a $50.00 administration fee.
· Deck entries will be allowed. Deck entries are $10.00 each.  USA number is required.  SCA reserves the right to limit deck entries if the meet is full or if the entry impacts overall meet timeline.

Indiana Swimming athlete surcharge $2.00, HPB Natatorium $1.50 athlete surcharge,  $5.00 per individual event/$8.00 per relay.  Deck entries will be $10.00 
A check for entry fees must be submitted with hard copy entries or delivered before the 1st event for E-Mail entries and made payable to “Summit City Aquatics” Refunds will be given for paid entries rejected due to the meet or individual events exceeding capacity.
If the meet is over-entered, SCA has sole discretion to determine which entries to accept.  In exercising its discretion, SCA will consider:
· Teams will not be broken.
· Number of officials and timers provided by the team.
· Level of competition.  
· Geographic diversity.
Host will NOTIFY teams being turned away by phone or e-mail, within 72-hours after the meet entry deadline or 72 hours after meet becomes full, whichever comes first.

There will be a Clerk of Course for 8 & U only; there will not be a Clerk of Course for the other age groups.   Heat and lane assignments will be posted on the walls at various locations.  It will be the swimmer’s responsibility to check for their heat and lane assignments for each event. On Saturday 8 & U swimmers must be entered in 8 & U events.  (These will be the only events clerked).  On Sunday 8 & U swimmers must be entered in 10 & U.   
Individual events only: 8 & Under, 9-10, 11-12, 13–14
Individual scoring: 1st thru 8th, 9-7-6-5-4-3-2-1
Open events will be scored separately for 13-14, and 11-12.  10 & under will not be eligible to score points in the open events.
Individual Events: 1st through 8th places – Custom ribbons.

Relays: 1st through 3rd places- Custom ribbons                                    
Individual High Point Awards: 1st & 2nd place in each age group will receive award
Results will be e-mailed to each participating team.

· Heat Sheets - $3.00 per session

Lane assignments will be made for warm ups and will be posted at the pool.  If needed, warm ups may be divided into 2 sessions and teams will be notified of their assignment.
We are using a beautiful facility.  Therefore, we ask your cooperation in taking care not to cause damage or misuse it.  There is to be no food or drink (except water) in the POOL AREA.  Please keep all trash picked up.  Do not go or allow anyone to go into any unauthorized area.  Use of audio or visual recording devices, including a cell phone, is not permitted in changing areas, rest rooms or locker rooms.  No loud whistling, radios, balls, or anything that will be an inconvenience to swimmers, coaches, officials, workers, or spectators will be allowed.  Failure to comply with the rules stated above can result in expulsion from the meet and/or the facility.
The Helen P. Brown Natatorium is part of the Fort Wayne Community School System who has implemented the SafeVisitor system.  All coaches, on deck volunteers and officials must provide a valid driver’s license or other government ID to gain access to the facility. Any adult (non-swimmer) age 18 and over will not be allowed on deck without a valid photo ID.  All adult guests who aren’t using the pool themselves and do not have swimmer supervision responsibilities will be required to use a “Dry Guest” entry.
