Forms need to be completed and all fees paid at registration. If a form asks for a parent signature, we must have the parent signature, no exceptions.

If you plan to take your swimmer anytime before the pool events are over for any reason the NDLSC Zone Travel Release Form will need to be signed and turned in to the applicable chaperone, or LSC Representative.
NDLSC RULES AND POLICIES FOR ZONE TRIPS
1. Swimmers are under the supervision of the zone chaperones and coaches during the Zone Meet and are strongly encouraged to stay with the team. Exceptions can be made through the Sr. Vice Chair in charge of Zones or the appointed NDLSC representative attending zones. With proper approval, a parent will be allowed to take their swimmer(s) after providing the Sr. Vice Chair or appointed NDLSC representative attending zones, the appropriate NDLSC form dated, signed, and handed in at the time the parent is taking control of the swimmer. 

2. NDLSC provided transportation is reserved for the swimmers, chaperones, and coaches only. If additional bus seats are available they may be offered on a first come first serve basis at a pre-determined rate. 

NDLSC RULES AND POLICIES FOR ZONE TRIPS (continued)
3. The Sr. Vice Chair with input from the Coach will determine in advance the team eating schedule and place of eating for the team only. The team will eat together based on age bracket and schedule. Parents are encouraged to enjoy the company of other parents and friends while their swimmers are participating in these team building activities. These team bonding events are a key component of this experience for the swimmer.
4. The Sr. Vice Chair will make room accommodations for the team and inform parents of the location. Parents will need to call and confirm their own travel plans and reservations.

5. If no chaperone can be found for the 10 & under or 11 to 14 age groups, the Sr. Vice Chair can ask for a volunteer from either a coach or assistant coach from any team in the NDLSC. If a coach or assistant coach volunteers to become a chaperone, they will receive the same benefits as a regular chaperone and will not have any coaching responsibilities at the zone meet.
