Deck seeding:
Deck seeding will be allowed only to the limit of filling partially filled heats. A $5.00 charge per event will be assessed for deck seeding. Deck seeding will close at 30 minutes before the start of each session. Swimmers unable to prove USAS membership will be charged a deck-registration fee of $47.00.

Admission:
Admission is free. Heat sheet will be available at $3.00 each. Coaches’ packets will be available at the admission table. Coaches and Club Officials desiring to be on deck will be required to display proof of current USAS membership at all times.
