	Entry Information:
	· All entries are to be of Hy-Tek meet entry format and submitted as an attached file to an e-mail message.

· The meet entry coordinator will respond to e-mails entries within 48 hours.  If you do not receive an e-mail response within 48 hours, assume that your email has not been received. It then becomes the e-mailer’s responsibility to make sure that the host club's meet entry coordinator receives the e-mail.  If you do not receive an e-mail response, you must contact the entry coordinator by email or phone.

· A signed NJ Swimming waiver, meet verification, entry fee summary, and entry fee check must follow each entry.

· Accuracy of seed times is essential.  Incomplete entries will not be accepted.

· Deck entries will not be accepted.  

· Host club has the right to scratch teams/swimmers for lack of payment of entry fees.

	Distance Events:
	· The 1000 Freestyle events will alternate women and men.  Heats will be combined to consolidate a heat.

· Swimmers must provide both a timer and (if desired) their own counter.

	Heat Limited Events:
	· The 1000 and 500 Freestyle events will be heat limited events.

· The 1000 Free will be limited to the 4 fastest heats of women and 4 fastest heats of men.

· The 500 Free will be limited to the 6 fastest heats for women and 6 fastest heats for men.

· Psyche sheet will be emailed to each participating club as part of the pre-meet information.

· Swimmers below the ‘heat limit’ number will have the option of changing to another event if there is room in the timeline.

· Swimmers can stay in those ‘heat limited’ events with the possibility that scratches or the time line will allow the opportunity to swim.  In either case, if that swimmer is below the ‘heat limit’ number and does not swim, they will have their entry fee refunded. 

· Refunds will be mailed to the clubs with swimmers that did not swim and were below the heat limit number.  These refunds will include the names of the swimmers and the events that they were cut from.  Refunds will be mailed within one week of the conclusion of the meet.

	Entry Times:
	· New Jersey Swimming does not allow ‘NT’ or ‘No Time’ to be used as an entry time.

· All entry times must be in short course yards.


	Swimmer Eligibility:
	· No swimmer will be permitted to compete unless the swimmer is a member as provided in Article 302.

· All swimmers must be included in a team’s official meet roster in the meet database to be eligible to participate in this swim meet in any event including relays.
· All transfer swimmer(s) must swim unattached for 120 days from their last attached competition.  Swimmers must use an UN- (New Team Alpha Code) as their team affiliation. All unattached swimmers must be listed on the team’s official waiver/verification form. 

	Host Club

Responsibilities:
	The host club responsibilities are to be listed in this section.  Some suggested statements are:

· The host club will provide timers for each lane throughout the meet.

· The host club will e-mail all club entries back to the participating clubs.

· The host club will create a warm-up schedule that will be fair and equal to all teams.  This warm-up schedule will be e-mailed to all participating clubs no later than 1 week before the meet.

· Provide heat sheets to the coaches after scratches have been taken and post the heat sheets so swimmers may know their heat and lane assignment for each event.

	Participating Club

Responsibilities:
	· Participating club parents must stay off the pool deck except for timing assignments, or officials working the meet.

· Participating clubs should help with officiating whenever possible.  List the club contact for club officials on the meet waiver/verification form.

	Coaches Eligibility:
	· All coaches “on the deck” must be current coach members of USA Swimming.

· All coaches must have coaching cards visible at all times.



	Meet Format

Waiver:
	· This meet will be run in accordance to current USA Swimming Rules.
· The host club has the right to change the format of the meet with the approval of the Administrative vice chair and either the Age Group or Senior vice chair.  These changes would be made for a more efficient swim meet for the swimmers and the host club.  Reasons for these changes include:

· To allow more swimmers to swim.

· To conform to facility capacity limits or for facility safety concerns.

· To condense the meet into smaller time frame.
· Some of the changes that can be made: 1) add a session, 2) heat limit distance events 3) condense sessions, and 4) eliminate relays.



	Warm-up Procedures:
	New Jersey Swimming Warm-up and Safety Guidelines:

· Warm-ups will be run under New Jersey Swimming Warm-up and Safety Guidelines.

· Teams will be assigned lanes for warm-ups.  When more than two teams share a common lane for warm-ups, all teams must agree to a warm-up procedure.  If clubs sharing a lane can’t agree on a warm-up procedure, that lane will be a general warm-up lane. 

· All swimmers are entitled to a fair and comparable warm-up.  All teams MUST get the same opportunities for general warm-up lanes, sprint lanes, and pace lanes.

Entry Into Pool:

· All swimmers must enter the pool from the starting end of the pool.

· All swimmers must enter feet first.

Host Team Monitoring Warm-ups.

· New Jersey Swimming officials will monitor warm-ups.

· Uniformed and designated meet marshals will monitor warm-ups.

· All general warm-up lanes will swim in a counterclockwise direction.

Warm-up with assigned lane procedures.

· When all teams are assigned their own warm-up lanes, (without any team sharing a lane with another team) teams can run their own warm-ups.

Warm-up Schedules.

· The warm-up sessions will be two 30-minute warm-ups divided by teams.  There will be designated sprint lanes/pace lanes during the last 10 minutes.



	Check-In:
	· All check-in sheets are to be turned into the scoring table 30 minutes before the start of each session.  Swimmers that are swimming are to have a line through their name.  Swimmers that are being scratched are to have their names circled with a “SCR” next to the circle.  Swimmers scratching a single event are to have a line through his/her name and the event number circled with “SCR” next to the circle. Failure to follow these procedures may result in the swimmer(s) being scratched from the session.

· All distance events will have a positive check-in that will be posted at the scoring table.
