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SSAN ANTI - BULLYING POLICY

In conjunction with the SSAN code of Conduct for Parents and Swimmers, SSAN is a club that is committed to providing a safe, caring and friendly environment for all of our members. This includes the pool, changing rooms, dry-land center, team events, meets, travel trips, or pavilions.
DEFINITION:

Bullying of any kind is unacceptable at Swim Streamline at Northampton and will not be tolerated. Bullying is counterproductive to team spirit and can be devastating to a victim. SSAN is committed to providing a safe, caring and friendly environment for all of our members. If bullying does occur, all athletes and parents should know that incidents will be dealt with promptly and effectively. Anyone who knows that bullying is happening is expected to tell a coach, board member or athlete/mentor.


There are many forms of bullying and may include:

1.) Physical abuse- e.g. kicking, hitting, and/or gestures in an intentional manner.

2.) Verbal Abuse- e.g. constant/daily name-calling, sarcasm, and ridicule.

3.) Emotional abuse- e.g. spreading rumors, exclusion from friendship circle and blackmail.

4.) Extortion- e.g. gaining money from threatening behavior. 

RESPONSIBILITIES:

SSAN will do their best to create an environment where all members-swimmers, parents, and coaches- recognize that bullying is not acceptable behavior. 

Swimmers are expected to:

1.) respect the individual rights of all members.

2.) be sensitive to the feelings of fellow swimmers.

3.) have a caring and respectful manner to Club members.

4.) immediately report any incidents of bullying, knowing that whenever possible, all information be dealt with confidentially.

Swimmers should report incidents to their Coach or Parent they feel they can approach.  Parents are expected to contact the Head Coach if a swimmer is being bullied or is a bully.

PROCEDURE:

Depending of the seriousness of the situation or prolonged bullying activities the following rules/procedures will be taken:

1.) Parents of the bully will be informed of the incident and a verbal warning will be issued.

2.) formal warning will be given in writing to the parents and/or swimmers that future incidents will not be tolerated and could lead to expulsion from SSAN.

3.) expulsion from SSAN.
