U.S. OLYMPIC SWIM TEAM TRIALS

Express Swim Team standout and Downers Grove resident, Adrienne Bicek, swam to an Olympic Trial qualifying time in the 200 meter butterfly at the Speedo International Age Group Invitational meet on Sunday, June 22nd.   In the preliminary heats, 17 year old Bicek swam a personal best time of 2:17.19 and established a new meet record. Her time was 0.5 seconds off of the Olympic Trial qualifying time of 2:16.69.   After a lengthy delay due to thunderstorms, Bicek capitalized on her final opportunity and eclipsed her morning time touching in 2:16.46.  Her time qualifies her for participation in the Olympic Trials to be held in Omaha, Nebraska June 29-July 6th where the 2008 U. S. Olympic Team swim team will be determined and then represent the United States in Beijing, China.  Olympic competition begins August 8, 2008. Bicek is entering her senior year at Downers Grove North High School and becomes the first Express swimmer in the ten-year history of the club to accomplish this goal.

Bicek and thirteen of her Express teammates traveled to Ft. Lauderdale, Florida to compete in the 2008 Speedo International Age Group Invitational held June 19-22 at the Fort Lauderdale Aquatics Center and site of the Swimming Hall of Fame.  Other top ten finishers in the meet for Express included Haley Sims, Maddy Sims, and Gabby Sims all of Downers Grove. Personal best performances were turned by  Morgan Piasecki (Woodridge), Jessica Johnson, Ryan Downey, Alexis Spivak, Emma Buckley, Jada Smith, Caitlin Landry, Kate Smith of Downers Grove and, Vince Erichiello, and Peter Erichiello from Westmont.
