Practice / Meet Schedules

The April practice schedule and the summer meet schedule are both posted on the club website. Online signups for the first two meets on the schedule (Fishers – May 18-20 and our first meet – June 8-10) are also available. There’s a lot on the schedule this summer, and there are some different things than before regarding both practices and meets. Regarding practices, the schedule listed for April will be relatively unchanged until the end of school. There will be some special events and changes that come up (social events, parent meetings, etc …) that cause practices to be shuffled. As always, those changes will be communicated as far in advance as possible. The meet schedule has opportunities that cater to the beginner and our highest level swimmers, and should provide ample challenges for all our swimmers. Two of the major items to point out are:

· We will offer Gold, Silver and Bronze practice 5 nights a week at Ben Davis starting this week. With a full-time coach on board, we want to make things convenient for our Wayne Township members and hopefully increase our presence there to recruit new swimmers!

· This summer, the senior travel meet has taken a step up from its humble beginnings in southern Indiana. The travel party will head to Columbus, Ohio for the Greater Columbus Swim Team “Creekside Blast.” More information regarding the travel meet will be distributed as we get closer to the date, but please note the following: This meet is for swimmers 13 and older and is intended to be a reward for dedicated practice attendance. We will be recording practice attendance as of day one! So if you want to go on the trip, find a way to get to practice. We will work with you if you need rides – we want a big group on the trip! The goal: 20 or more swimmers in the travel party!

FAST Meet

A first draft of our entries for the first meet on our schedule (FAST 500 Tiger Prowl, May 18-20 at Fishers H.S.) is due by Monday morning, and the meet packet and a copy of those entries will be posted on the website soon. This meet is a popular one, as Fishers H.S. is the site for Age Group State this summer. However, there may be room for additional swimmers. If you did not signup online but would like to participate in this meet, please contact Coach Josh ASAP via email. If there is room, everything will be done to get more of our swimmers entered.

Parent Meeting
More information will be distributed soon, however the club’s first parent meeting of the long course season will be Tuesday, April 24. On that date, we will offer one practice at one location for all swimmers – 4-6 p.m. @ Brownsburg H.S. The meeting will begin shortly after the conclusion of practice, approximately 6:15 p.m. The intent is to get all the kids (older, younger, new, experienced, etc …) in a practice setting together so they associate with each other as teammates. We will alternate locations of these parent meetings in the future between Brownsburg and Ben Davis. The first, however, is at Brownsburg on April 24. This meeting is intended to be a brief but informational exchange between the coaching staff and the parents, and there will also be time for questions at the end. Ideally, each swimmer would have a parent representative on hand.
