Our championship season is off to a great start, and our 12&Under swimmers were number one on Tuesday, as we had swimmers competing at both ends of the state. BBSC brought home the first place trophy from the Sugar Creek 12&Under Invitational behind the strong efforts of Elizabeth Wishart, who picked up 3 individual victories and a 2nd place. Madison Jones and Brent Scaife picked up 2nd place finishes, while Kasey Cross and Chloe Wittig added 3rd place finishes. Also of note, Cameron Peck made his first ever Age Group State cut (100 Breaststroke). In Huntington, 7 BBSC swimmers contributed to a 13th place finish at the Open Water State Meet. Vince Partlow (5th overall) and Madeline Ketchem (6th overall) were individual medalists in their age groups, while the 15&Over girls relay team of Julie Collins, Valerie Jones and Janet Watson finished 5th overall. Other individual finishes for BBSC were: Collins (35th), Jones (21st), Zach Laffin (26th), Eric Waggoner (30th) and Watson (22nd). At the Sugar Creek meet, 44 new best times were recorded, bringing our season total to 643 (BT percentage – 64%; 643 / 1,012). Way to go BBSC swimmers!
