Bring A Friend Incentive Plan – PLEASE READ!!!

The goal behind the club’s upcoming “bring a friend” day is to recruit new swimmers through their friendships with our current swimmers. However, by helping the club, our members can also be rewarded. There is a two-part incentive that will be extended to existing members and prospective new families. First, as a result of the “bring a friend” day next week, any family that wishes to join the team immediately will only be required to pay the seasonal USA Swimming membership fees for their swimmer(s). There will be no training fees charged, so any new recruit will be able to swim for free the rest of the summer season. If those new families then join the club full-time in the fall, their membership will be renewed and the existing club family that recruited the new family will receive a $65 credit to their training fees. In addition, for each new family recruited, the discount will apply to consecutive months of training fees. So, for example, if a BBSC family recruits three new families, that BBSC family will receive a $65 credit for the first three months of the short course season. Remember, this incentive only takes effect if the new families join the club full-time in the fall. This information is being provided for our existing members to get excited about recruiting in a number of different ways.
