Senior State Volunteers

This was a big opportunity for our club to host the state’s best and brightest swimmers and coaches in our facility, and the talk on the pool deck was nothing but positive. The meet ran smoothly, hospitality was a tremendous success and the experience as a whole left a strong positive feeling about Swim Indy in the minds of all who participated. Divisional Recap

We’ll get to Senior State in a second, but first, way to go Cyclones on getting the championship season started right in Jasper at the Divisional Championship. Swim Indy won the meet, a first for the club, put many swimmers in the finals at a championship meet for the first time – a significant step in building experience and confidence in a swimmer – and had many highlight performances. Luke Haynes (50, 500 Freestyle; 100 Butterfly) made three new Senior State cuts at the meet, while 12 new Age Group State cuts were made. Six swimmers were in on the Age Group State barrage: Savannah Mitchell (100 Freestyle), Heather Partlow (100, 200 Butterfly), Kierra Watson (50, 100 Breaststroke; 50 Butterfly, 200 I.M.), Kolton Watson (100 Backstroke), Elizabeth Wishart (50 Backstroke) and Jared Woodings (200 Freestyle, 200 Backstroke, 100 Breaststroke). In all, Swim Indy turned in 206 best times! The club BT percentage heading into Senior State stood at 64% (1,435 out of 2,258)!
Senior State Recap

The outstanding efforts of our volunteers provided the backdrop for a very successful and very fast ISI Senior State Championships. All of the big stars of Indiana Swimming were in town and our kids turned in some fast times, too. Valerie Jones had our highest finish of the meet, placing 13th in the 100 Breaststroke. Valerie teamed with Claire Partlow, Heather Partlow and Janet Watson to finish 19th in the 800 Freestyle Relay, our highest relay finish. And swimming in her first Senior State meet, Janet finished 21st in the 1,650 Freestyle. For the boys, Eric Waggoner had the highest individual finish, placing 22nd in the 1,650 Freestyle. Eric, Luke Haynes, Zach Laffin and Ryan Smiley finished 21st in the 800 Freestyle Relay, the boys’ highest relay finish. Overall, 25 new best times were added to the season total, bringing Swim Indy to 1,460 BTs on the season (64% = 1,460 out of 2,290)!
