Age Group State Recap

Our short course season was capped off in fine fashion by the 15 swimmers who competed at Age Group State. Heather and Vince Partlow led the way, each picking up two championship final finishes. Heather finished fifth in the 100 Freestyle and sixth in the 50 Freestyle, picking up Speedo Sectional qualifying times in both events. Vince finished fifth in the 200 I.M. and seventh in the 50 Butterfly. Four other swimmers scored individually: Brent Scaife (16th – 50 Backstroke), Kierra Watson (15th – 100 Butterfly), Kolton Watson (13th – 100 Breaststroke) and Elizabeth Wishart (12th – 100 Breaststroke). Overall, the final state team of the season picked up 25 new best times, giving us a final total of 1,485 BTs on the season (64% = 1,485 out of 2,335)!

April Schedule Clarification

· First of all, the coaching staff tries to implement new things each season. Senior, Senior Development and Gold will train from 8-10 a.m. on Saturdays. Then from 10-11 a.m. there will be a clinic for all swimmers (including Bronze and Silver) regarding some aspect of swimming – starts, turns, streamlines, etc …

· Second, Bronze training time has been reduced to 60 minutes as opposed to 90 minutes. As the club gets bigger, the demands increase regarding scheduling and pool time. Bronze swimmers can get a lot of work done in 60 minutes! And, with the reduction in training time will come a reduction in the Bronze training fees. · Finally, Senior and Senior Development swim training will begin at 4:30 p.m. as opposed to 4 p.m., to accommodate our members outside the Brownsburg school system. Dryland training will precede pool training each day (approximately 3:30-4:30 p.m.).
