Terre Haute Meet Signups:

The end of the season is almost here! Hard to believe but swimmers will soon be preparing for the Championship Season. There are a couple of chances left to swim before then, however, and two of those meets are the Terre Haute Torpedoes 8&Under Challenge (February 10 @ T.H. North H.S.) and the THT Arctic Blast (February 16-18 @ T.H. North H.S.). The 8&Under meet is a fun, low key introduction to competition for younger swimmers and would be ideal for all Swim INDY swimmers of the appropriate age, training in the Bronze, Purple and Novice Groups. The Arctic Blast has become a very competitive meet over the years due to the presence of teams like Carmel, Center Grove, Boilermaker Aquatics, etc … This meet is also attractive because it serves as a “last change” qualifying meet for the Championships, and is a prelim / final format, meaning swimmers can possibly get two swims per event. Online signups for both meets will be available until January 13.
Sugar Creek Meet:

Swim INDY started off the new year with a bang, turning in a strong performance over the weekend at the Sugar Creek Swim Club Invitational at Crawfordsville. The Cyclones piled up 139 best times out of 220 swims, to start the season with a 63% BT performance. Combined with the 14 out of 18 best times (78%) from the MOAC distance meet, the Cyclones have recorded 153 BTs out of 238 swims since the holidays – 64%! Notable performances were turned in by Ryan Smiley, who made his third Age Group State cut, qualifying in the 1,650 freestyle. And Madison Jones made her first ever Age Group State cut in the 50 butterfly. Great job Cyclones! Keep up that fast swimming as Championship Season draws closer!
Novice Group:
Swim INDY’s Novice program is underway at both locations, and enrollment is good! This program is the entry level training group for our club, where future little Cyclones get their first introduction to competitive swimming. Information has been distributed to the schools but word-of-mouth is also an effective recruiting tool. This session runs through the week of March 12, with practices at Ben Davis on Wednesdays and Fridays from 6:30-7:30 p.m., and at Brownsburg on Mondays and Wednesdays, from 6:30-7:30 p.m. The schedule is set up to offer three Novice sessions per week between both facilities, meaning if you have to miss a practice at your facility, you can make it up at the other. There is still time to enroll so, if there are any interested families out there, please have them report to one of the facilities on a Novice night so they can sign up!
Circle City Classic Volunteers:
