Friday night events have been posted for the Southeastern Swim Club Summer Sizzler (July 6-8 @ IUPUI) at their club’s website. All Friday night events EXCEPT THE MILE have been limited to the top 24 swimmers. All entries in the mile will swim. Scratches can affect seeding but the following swimmers have been seeded in the top 24 before scratches and will swim on Friday night: 13-14 boys 400 IM (Ryan Smiley & Eric Waggoner); 11-12 boys 200 IM (Chris Young); 13-14 girls 400 Free (Heather Partlow); 13-14 boys 400 Free (Ryan Smiley & Eric Waggoner); 11-12 girls 400 Free (Erin Miller); 11-12 boys 400 Free (Chris Young). All other swimmers did not make the cut and would need scratches to make the top 24. Scratches are possible, however, and if you would like to check your status (to help make a decision regarding attending on Friday or not) please check with Coach Josh. And again, all swimmers entered in the mile will swim. Please check the updated entry on the club website, as well as the meet information, for warmup times.
INDY Summer Finale

It is not too late to signup for the INDY Summer Finale (July 14 & 15 @ Brownsburg H.S.)! However, the meet format is different from previous years. This summer, the meet is being marketed as a “last chance” meet. We will run two, half-day sessions (warmups for all ages at noon, meet starting at 1 p.m.) with limited events. If you are close to cuts for the championships please consult with your group coach about your entries for this meet. This is a last chance meet for our kids to make cuts, too! If you have already qualified for a championship meet, also consult with your group coach about participating in this meet, as it may be more appropriate for you to rest this weekend in preparation for State! Open Water State

The entry deadline for this summer’s Open Water State Championships (July 10 @ Huntington) is this Friday, July 6. The qualifying standard is a national BB standard in the longest freestyle event offered in a swimmer’s respective age group. We currently have 7 swimmers signed up (6 last summer, by comparison). This is a fun experience only offered in the summer, and a state championship meet on top of that! Anyone with a qualifying time (there are some with times who have not signed up) is encouraged to sign up or contact Coach Andy or Coach Josh ASAP. Let’s get the championship season started in strong fashion, and get a few more swimmers on the roster for Open Water!
Maui Meet

The first draft entry for the Carmel Swim Club Maui Invitational (July 18 @ Carmel H.S.) has been submitted. The host has said there is still room for more swimmers so if you’re interested in swimming in this meet, please let Coach Josh know ASAP. Also, please note that this meet is for swimmers 10&Under only.
State Championships (Senior and Age Group) and Relays
Meet information is now available on the Indiana Swimming website for all of this summer’s championship meets: Senior State (July 22-24 @ Bloomington) and Age Group State (July 29-31 @ Fishers). Entry deadlines for these meets are July 16 for Senior State and July 25 for Age Group State. Currently, we are able to swim all relays (boys and girls) at Senior State and we can swim 13-14 boys (all four, 200 & 400 Medley and Free) relays at Age Group State. We are close to relay cuts for 13-14 girls and 11-12 girls. All swimmers that are eligible to compete in one of the above championship meets as a relay swimmer (having not yet qualified individually) should consider themselves a candidate for relay participation and make themselves available those weekends. If you will not be available, please let Coach Josh and Coach Andy know ASAP so they can make accurate decisions about relay swimmers.
