The championship season is underway and Swim INDY got off to a great start with a TOP 10 finish at Tuesday’s Open Water State Championships in Huntington! Our highest finish was fifth overall, turned in on two occasions. Vince Partlow finished fifth individually in the 10&Under race (half mile) while our 15&Over girls relay team of Julie Collins, Valerie Jones and Claire Partlow also finished fifth. Eric Waggoner finished sixth individually in the 13-14 race (1.5 miles), and Zach Laffin finished 15th individually in the 15&Over race (2 miles). Other individual finishes are as follows: Madeline Ketchem (29th 11-12, 1 mile); Janet Watson (28th 13-14, 1.5 miles); Claire Partlow (29th 15&Over, 2 miles); Julie Collins (35th 15&Over, 2 miles); Valerie Jones (36th 15&Over, 2 miles); Adam Nelson (25th 15&Over, 2 miles). Overall, our 57 points put us in a three-way tie for 10th with Munster Swim Club and Penn Aquatic Club, only 2 points behind 9th place Center Grove Aquatic Club.
