In all, Swim INDY turned in 75 best times out of 132 swims (57%). Through the weekend, Swim INDY has piled up 677 BTs out of 1,094 swims (62%) this summer! Everyone enjoy this free weekend and recharge the batteries, so we can make a FAST run through the upcoming championship season!
SSC Summer Sizzler

We have been accepted to the Southeastern Swim Club Summer Sizzler (July 6-8 @ IUPUI). An updated entry reflecting best times from our recent string of competitions and the meet entry packet are available on the club website. This meet is traditionally big and fast, and the hosts have already stated in their entry letter that Friday night events will be limited to 3 heats each – with no refunds for entries that don’t make the cut. INDY Summer Finale

The format for this summer’s INDY Summer Finale (July 14 & 15 @ Brownsburg H.S.) is different from previous years. This summer, the meet is being marketed as a “last chance” meet. We will run two, half-day sessions (warmups for all ages at noon, meet starting at 1 p.m.) with limited events. If you are close to cuts for the championships (see below) please consult with your group coach about your entries for this meet. This is a last chance meet for our kids to make cuts, too! If you have already qualified for a championship meet, also consult with your group coach about participating in this meet, as it may be more appropriate for you to rest this weekend in preparation for State!

State Championships … Open Water, Senior and Age Group
Meet information is now available on the Indiana Swimming website for all of this summer’s championship meets: Open Water State (July 10 @ Huntington), Senior State (July 22-24 @ Bloomington) and Age Group State (July 29-31 @ Fishers). Entry deadlines for these meets are also listed: July 6 for Open Water, July 16 for Senior State and July 25 for Age Group State. Please note that the qualifying standard for Open Water State is a BB time in the longest event offered in the swimmers’ age group. We have 7 swimmers signed up, but have several more that could swim. Don’t miss this opportunity to swim in a unique and fun event only offered in the summer, and gain championship experience in the process!
Senior State and Age Group State Relays

We are able to swim all relays (boys and girls) at Senior State and presently, we can swim 13-14 boys relays at Age Group State. We are close to relay cuts for 13-14 girls and 11-12 girls. All swimmers that are eligible to compete in one of the above championship meets as a relay swimmer (having not yet qualified individually) should consider themselves a candidate for relay participation and make themselves available those weekends. If you will not be available, please let Coach Josh and Coach Andy know ASAP so they can make accurate decisions about relay swimmers.
Summer Recreational Team

Swim INDY’s summer recreational team is underway, with more than 20 swimmers in the water! This program will run through July 11, with practices every Monday, Wednesday and Friday from 6:15-7:30pm at Brownsburg High School. Two rec meets are being scheduled and final details will be passed along ASAP. All competitive skills will be covered by the coaching staff and two recreational meets will be scheduled. All recreational team members also receive a Swim INDY T shirt and team cap! The cost of the recreational team is $40 plus United States Swimming registration fees (for insurance purposes). This program would be appropriate for all former members of the Novice Program, Purple, Bronze, Silver and Gold Groups who are not currently active members of Swim INDY. For new swimmers, no previous competitive swimming experience is necessary, however all participants must be able to swim one length of the pool (25 yards) safely.
