Multiple Swimmer Discounts:
Families with 3 or more swimmers, pay half the lowest monthly fee for the 3rd/4th child.  
Hosted Swim Meet Family Obligation:
Hosting swim meets is the team’s biggest fundraiser and we rely upon our members to staff and run our meets.  Volunteer positions will be posted on our website & all members are required to fill a shift at each meet.  In addition, concession donation needs will be posted and we are dependent upon our members to help stock our concession area.

Swim Meet Entry Fees


$5 per swimmer for each swim meet attended along with entry fees from the host team.

New swimmers are offered a 2-week free trial on the 1st and 15th of each month.  If a swimmer discontinues after their 2-week trial, a full refund will be issued. You must inform the club if you decide not to continue swimming after the 2-week trial for your full refund. After the 2-week trial, a full refund is not guaranteed.

1. Invoices are automatically generated on the 1st of the month. They are viewable at any time in the member area of the Piranhas website.  Bills include monthly dues, swim meet fees and merchandise purchases made through the club.

2. Team members are billed for monthly dues whether they attend practices or not.

3. Payments are due on the 20th of month. 

4. Please pay bills on time.  Billing is managed by volunteers, so please pay on time to avoid extra time required for collections.  A late fee of $10 is assessed on all accounts that have any balance due on their account on the 1st of the month. 

5. To discontinue monthly billing, you must notify the Jenny Staver at uniqueimpressions5@gmail.com   and the Billing Volunteer at piranhasbilling@gmail.com via email before your swimmer discontinues swimming.   Billing will be discontinued the next full month following proper notification.

Family Volunteer Service Hour Requirements
Purpose of the Program
Each year, the Piranhas host swim meets, perform fundraising activities and provide extra activities for our members.  These activities provide our children with opportunities to excel as a swimmer and a person.  These activities are part of providing a high quality program for our swimmers.  These events are only possible with the generous support of our members. 

What is Your Family's Commitment?
Each family registered with our club is expected to work 8 hours for the team between August 1st and July 31st.  This work requirement is per family and not per swimmer. 

     Fall/Winter (August 1st-March 31st) - 5 Service Hours
Spring/Summer (April 1st-July 31st) - 3 Service Hours
Families are expected to fulfill their volunteer hours requirement regardless of whether their swimmer(s) choose to participate in swim meets.  As of 1 August, any hours still outstanding on a family’s account will be invoiced at a rate of $25 per hour. Balances reset on August 1st; hours may not be carried over into the next year.

How can Our Family Fulfill these Hours?
     -  Working any position at a swim meet sponsored by our team.

     -   Flag fundraising activity (See Flag Fundraising under TEAM NEWS)

     -   Working at any team fundraising activity.

     -   Serving on the club’s board of directors.

     -   Organizing or working at a team activity or fundraiser.

· Supplying a requested food item for a concession stand sponsored by the team (1/2 hour) 

· Providing food for a pasta party or team banquet will NO LONGER counts  towards volunteer hours.

  The Board of Directors may grant a family permission to fulfill an hour requirement in any manner.  Requests to fulfill a family’s requested hours must be submitted and approved by the Board before the service occurs.  You may recruit a substitute to work your assigned job on your behalf if you or a member of your immediate family becomes unable to fulfill the assignment. You may receive credit for the substitute’s hours, as long as you obtain approval for the substitute before the event occurs.
How are Hours Tracked?
Team hours will be tracked by a team volunteer.  Each time a family assists with a club activity, the family will be requested to sign-in with the event coordinator on the Job Sign-Up form.  Each family will be responsible for signing-in and verifying the hours they work at a team activity.

Parent & Swimmer Code of Conduct
The Piranhas swimmers represent many different ages and swimming abilities. Despite the differences, the one thing shared in common by everyone is that they must conduct themselves in a manner which shows respect for other swimmers, swim coaches, and facilities, whether at practice, or at a meet.

The following CODE OF CONDUCT is a general outline of the type of behavior, which all swimmers, as well as their parents, are expected to follow at all times.  The club recognizes that it is difficult to document all possible situations and therefore empowers the coaches to discipline for any instances that are disruptive to the productivity of the overall group at practice or meets.

As a SWIMMER member of the Piranhas, I promise that:

1. I will listen to coaches, and I will not disrupt team practices or meetings.

2. I will not use profanity (swearing).

3. I will not physically, or verbally, abuse any other swimmer, coach, or official.

4. I will respect the equipment and personal belongings of others, and will not use other person’s equipment without permission.

5. I will not take part in unsportsmanlike conduct such as taunting, poor showmanship, etc. 

6. I will not deliberately damage or misuse equipment or facilities.

7. I will not make comments of derogatory nature (including comments that can be viewed as sexual harassment), nor will I take part in public displays of affections.

I understand that failure to comply with these rules will subject me to immediate contact of my parents and disciplinary action as deemed appropriate by the coach on deck.   At the discretion of the coach, disciplinary action will include removal from up to one week of practice including any meets or club functions that may occur in that timeframe.  If more extensive discipline is required, the coaches committee will determine suspension and/or expulsion on a case-by-case basis.

The following are examples of actions that are subject to immediate suspension from the club, and review by the coaches committee to determine if expulsion is appropriate.  Other actions potentially are subject to suspension or expulsion at the direction of the coaches or coaches committee.

1. The use of drugs, alcohol or tobacco products affecting any club activity.

2. Conviction for any unlawful act.

3. Theft of club, facility or swimmer property.

4. Extreme demonstration of disrespect to property or individuals related to club activities.  
As a PARENT of a swimmer and member of The Piranhas, I promise that: 

The Piranhas Swim Club is fortunate to have highly experienced professional coaches working to develop our children into better swimmers and more importantly, disciplined people. As parents, it is absolutely essential that we give our coaching staff the respect and authority they deserve to run our swim team. Our coaches are hired for that purpose. As a parent of a swimmer and member of the Club, I will abide by the following guidelines: 

1. I will support the values of Discipline, Loyalty, Commitment, Hard Work, and Teamwork during practice and meets and other swimming events and in my dealings with all coaches, parents, swimmers and officials.

2. I will not coach or instruct the team or any swimmer at a practice or meets (from the stands or any other area) or interfere with coaches on the pool deck. 

3. I will demonstrate good sportsmanship by maintaining control and conduct myself in a manner that earns the respect of my child, other swimmers, parents, officials and the coaches at all practices and meets. I understand that criticizing, name-calling, use of abusive language or gestures directed towards coaches, officials, volunteers, board members and any participating swimmer and/or parent of a swimmer is unsportsmanlike will not be permitted or tolerated and may result in disciplinary action. 

4. Maintain self-control at all times. Know my role.
a.  Swimmers – Swim
b.  Coaches – Coach
c.  Officials – Officiate
d.  Parents – Parent
5. I will discuss any concerns or take suggestions to a member of the coaching staff or to the Board of Directors. I will not coach of instruct the team or any swimmer at a practice or meets (from stands, deck area, locker rooms or any other area), interfere with coaches on the pool deck as they work, or unduly burden coaches or board members by directing excessive telephone calls or    e-mails to them. 

6. Enjoy involvement with The Piranhas by supporting the swimmers, coaches and other parents with positive communication and actions. 

7. I understand that officials who judge meets are volunteers who have the best interest of all swimmers in mind. I may not agree with calls or decisions made by officials during swim meets and other competitions, and if so, I will direct questions or concerns made by meet officials to a member of our coaching staff at an appropriate break time as not to interfere with other swimmer’s performance and time with the coaches. 

8. Participation by my child in swimming is voluntary. Participation in meets and events shall not be forced and suggested only when in the best interest of the child. The coaching staff has final approval on each swimmer’s meet entries. Once meet entries are submitted, I will support my child in the races they are scheduled to swim and not criticize or chastise the decision. 
9. I will fulfill my family’s Work Hour Requirement in accordance with the Club’s Family Hour Commitment Policy. 
Sanctions: Should I conduct myself in such a way that brings discredit or discord to The Piranhas or USA Swimming, I voluntarily subject myself to disciplinary action. The Piranhas maintains the right to suspend or terminate any membership with or without cause in the interest of our vision, mission and objectives.
