Attached is a partial list of area lodging facilities at the end of the packet.
Facilities:

Ella Sharp Park Pool is a 50 meter six “6” lane pool, with a diving well which will be available for continuous supervised warm up and warm down. The pool is 7 feet deep at the start end and 3 1/2 feet deep at the turn end. Permanent starting blocks and non-turbulent lane markers will be used. We will be using an electronic timing system. Public phones will be available.  Seating is limited parents should bring lawn chairs. An area will be available for canopies, coolers, etc.  Team canopies must be no closer than 6’ from the end of the pool, to insure spectators a clear view of the pool.
Eligibility:

The Rose City Invitational ABC Meet is for all A, B, and C swimmers, there are no cutoff time requirements to participate in this meet.  In the event we exceed the 4 hour time limit in a session with open events swimmers with faster times will be given preference. “A, B, and C” events are listed on the event sheet under the same event number. All swimmers must be currently registered with United States of America Swimming (USA). A swimmer's age on June 27th, 2008 will determine his/her eligibility for a particular age group. 

Meet Format:

The meet is an ABC Long Course timed final meet. 
Entry Limits: 
Entries will be accepted on a first come first serve basis by date of email for electronic entries and date of receipt by the entry chair for hard copy entries until the Michigan Swimming four (4) hour per session maximum time limit is met. As set forth in Entry Procedures below, entries are not deemed valid and will not be processed until such time as the entry chairperson has received: (a) a hard copy of your club's signed release/waiver agreement (b) your clubs certification of entered athletes and (c) your club's entry and entry fees. Entries received after the four (4) hour per session time limit has been met will be returned even if received before the entry deadline. To balance sessions to meet the four (4) hour per session time limit, the meet host reserves the right to use any reasonable technique including but not limited to splitting age groups and/or splitting teams.   If the meet host desires to either split age groups and/or split teams, the contact person of each club entering the meet and each unattached swimmer shall be provided with electronic notification of such change at least ten (10) days prior the date of the meet.  Any club that withdraws entries based on such change shall receive a refund of such entry fees. 

Individual Entry

 Limits:

A swimmer may enter a maximum of five (5) individual events per day. USA Swimming rules permit no more than 3 individual events per day in a prelim/final format meet and no more than 5 individual events per day in a timed finals format. 

Electronic Entries:
$4.00 per individual event.  Please include a $1.00 Michigan Swimming surcharge for each swimmer entered.

Paper Entries:
MS rules regarding non-electronic entries apply.  $5.00 per individual event. There is a $1.00 additional charge per individual event paid if the entry is not submitted on Hy-Tek disk.  The Michigan Swimming $1.00 general surcharge for each swimmer also applies to paper entries.  Paper entries may be submitted to the entry chair on a spreadsheet of your choice however the paper entry must be logically formatted and must contain all pertinent information to allow the entry chair to easily enter the swimmer(s) in the correct events with correct seed times.

Entry Procedures:  
Entries may be submitted to the entry chairperson as soon as this information is received. The entry chairperson must receive all entries no later than Friday June 13th. (Entries received after June 13th will be considered deck entries). Entries must include correct swimmer name (as registered with USA/MS Swimming), age and USA number. You can import the order of events and event numbers from the Michigan Swimming website (www.uss-michigan.com) All entries should be submitted on disk in Hy-Tek format. All individual entries should be submitted via electronic mail to the entry chairperson at Coolmary@tds.net .  [Please also submit a disk containing Hy-Tek file with the hard copy of the entries].  Any entries submitted will not be processed on an “as received basis”, until such time as the entry chairperson has received a hard copy of:  (a) a hard copy of your club's signed release/waiver agreement (b) your clubs signed certification of entered athletes and (c) your club's entry and entry fees.

Check In:

Check In will be available as of 30 min. before start of warm up. Check In will close 15 minutes after warm-up begins. Check in is mandatory for all events and is required by the time set forth in this meet announcement.  Failure to check in will cause the swimmer to be scratched from all events in that session.  PLEASE FOLLOW THE POSTED CHECK IN PROCEDURE AND MICHIGAN SWIMMING CHECK IN RULES.  Also note that pursuant to MS Rules that failing to swim an event after checking in for that event will disqualify a swimmer from his or her next event.  Check in sheets will be located on the pool deck.
Scratch Rules:
Prior to check in close a swimmer may scratch events at the Clerk of Course.  After check in closes, you must see the Meet Referee to scratch an event.  Once a swimmer has checked in for an event that swimmer must compete in that event or the swimmer will be scratched from his/her next event. 

Marshaling:
  
All age groups will be self-marshaled. Heat cards will not be used. Heat sheets for all events will be posted in the pool area. Swimmers are responsible for reporting to the area behind the starting blocks a few heats prior to their event. If a swimmer does not show-up for his/her event, such swimmer will be scratched from his/her next scheduled event.

Seeding:

Seeding will be done after check in closes.  Swimmers who fail to check in for an event will be scratched from that event. All events are timed finals and will be seeded slowest to fastest other than the 1500 Free events which will be seeded fastest to slowest (alternating genders-women/men).  Deck entries will be placed in heats with open lanes. Long course yards entry times will be used for seeding. 

Deck Entries:

If the entry limit is not reached, deck entries may be accepted. Deck Entries are permitted until such time that the meet is filled. Entries submitted after the meet entry deadline will be considered as deck entries and will not show up in the meet program. Entries requested during check-in may also be accepted. All deck entries accepted are eligible for awards. 

Time Trials:

Time trials may be held at the discretion of the meet director.

Michigan Swimming warm up rules will be followed. Penalties for violating these rules will be in the sole discretion of the meet referee, which may include ejection from the meet.

Certification of Entered Athletes
