Adjusting Times
1. Click on ‘Get Times’ button

2. Check all pad times with watch times – this helps determine if there is a whole heat malfunction.

3. For a time flagged in yellow – the button time is .31 seconds or faster than the pad time. A ‘y’ will be shown in the far right column of the run screen for that time. This indicates a soft touch usually. If the watch times agree with the button time, use the button time as official. 

4. If the time is flagged blue – the button time is .31 seconds slower than the pad time. There will also be a ‘b’ shown in the far right column of the run screen. (These lanes default to being unchecked for use in the calculate function.) 

A. If there is a pad time but no button time, compare watch times to the pad to determine if the pad time was a good touch. If the watch times are correct, type the watch times into the backup 2 and backup 3 columns. (Backup 1 is always the button.)

5. If the time is flagged green, one backup time is within .30 seconds of the pad time and one is more than .31 from the pad time, the Official Back-up Time (the average) will be more than .30 seconds from the pad time. A ‘g’ will be listed in the far right column of the run screen. These lanes default to unchecked in the calculate window and won’t be adjusted due to the inaccuracy of the backup times.
6. Any back-up time that is flagged dark pink is a time more than .30 different from the pad time.

To adjust:

For lanes flagged yellow, compare the watch times to the pad and button. If the watch times confirm the button time, you will click the calculate button when finished checking the entire heat. In the calculate screen, you will see the adjusted time in the far right column, It should be close to the button time. Accept. 
For no button time, type the watch times into the back-up 2 and back-up 3 columns. Click on calculate when you finish checking the heat. (You may need to check the ‘use’ box in the far left column of the calculate screen.)  Note on the lane timer sheet that you used the watch times.
For any other problem, call the meet referee to adjust the times.

Finish order is important. The referee will check the finish order is necessary.

If you have times that disagree – call the meet referee to adjust the times.
