The 800/1500 Free will swim preliminaries on one day and top 8 in finals on the next day.   Check USAswimming.org for the full TV schedule but Prelims start at 11am EDT and Finals start at 8pm EDT with NBC televising the Fianls.  9 MOR alumni swimmers will compete at the Trials including Justin Ress, John Healy, Zach Brown, Mikey Moore, Julia Poole, Kate Moore, Abby Arens, Grace Countie and Ashley McCauley.  In addition, MOR coach Coleman Stewart will compete along with Coach Natalie Grothe’s brother Zane.  We had a sendoff party for these swimmers tonight at Pullen and it aired on WRAL. 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20 YEARS OF MARLINS OF RALEIGH SWIMMING!
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Twenty years ago on June 12, 2001, the Marlins Of Raleigh Swim Team was established with six swimmers.  This is the first team picture featuring Leslie Sherril, Todd Gamblin, Zach Rimmele, Rachel Bumgarner, Cristian Rojas and current MOR parent, Ryan Rimmele.   We have come a long way since then growing to over 650 swimmers, surviving the pandemic and instilling a love of swimming into 1000’s of young people.  We sent our first swimmer to Olympic Trials in June 2004 and have had swimmers at every Olympic Trials since with 7 in 2008, 5 in 2012, and 13 in 2016.  In 2008, MOR’s Kirsten Smith advanced to the semi finals of the women’s 200 IM and Erika Stewart competed in the Bejing Olympics representing Colombia.  In 2012 MOR coach Hannah Lincoln competed along with 40 year old Erika Braun.  In 2016 MOR had the most qualifiers at the Trials age 18-under in the country including many of our current crop of Olympic Trials qualifiers.  We are also proud of being one of the top teams in the US for Academic All Americans.  Being a Gold Medal Club is the result of many years of hard work by our swimmers with skilled leadership of our coaches.  Thanks to all the support from all our parents and always remember ‘It’s a great day to be a Malrin.”
