Peddie Aquatics Hosts First Tournament-Style Swim Meet at New Pool
Hightstown, New Jersey, November 21, 2010 –The Peddie School’s in-house age group swim team, Peddie Aquatics Association, officially introduced the New Jersey Swimming community to the new eco-friendly pool at the Peddie School in Hightstown when it hosted The Peddie Thanksgiving Classic, a tournament-style age group swim meet, on November 20-21, 2010.  

More than 800 swimmers, ages 6 to 18, from 13 teams throughout New Jersey competed in the pool’s 12 short course lanes. In this state-of-the-art pool, with facility floors carpeted in non-slip surfacing and two large-screen televisions broadcasting the event in real time to the concessions area, Peddie Aquatics swimmers swam to 36 first place finishes.

In the senior age group, Peddie event winners included Scott Vitabile of East Windsor in the 500 free (5:03.17) and 200 back (2:10.78);  Brianna Romaine of Cranbury in the 100 back (1:04.40) and 200 back (2:19.85);  Robbie Kahrs of East Windsor in the 200 fly (2:27.30);  and Amani Saeed of West Windsor in the 400 IM (5:12.97).
Peddie’s first place finishes in the13/14 age group were:  Millstone’s M.J. Cummings in the 50 free (24.07), 200 IM (2:13.46), 100 Breast (1:09.40), 100 Free (52.48) and 200 Free (1:57.58);  West Windsor’s Rabia Syed in the 200 IM (2:24.22), 100 fly (1:03.58) and 200 free (2:02.34);  and East Windsor’s Aldair Rozo in the 200 back (2:18.19) and 100 fly (100.60).

In 11/12 age group events, Peddie’s Robbie Kahrs of East Windsor took first in the 100 fly (1:07.50) and Kelly Whitlock of Robbinsville won the 100 breast (1:21.30).
Among 9/10 year olds, Peddie’s Michael Blank of East Windsor won the 100 IM (1:14.92), 50 Free (29.40), 100 breast (1:26.95) and 50 back ( 35.86);   Noah Houskeeper of South Brunswick won the 50 fly (33.20) and the 100 fly (1:12.83);  Cassandra Dill of East Windsor won the Female 100 back (1:25.15) and David Nicholson of Hightstown won the Male 100 back (1:28.70).
Peddie’s wins in the 8 year old age group were:  Cranbury’s Zoe Stokes in the 50 free (34.78) and 25 fly (18.63);  Hightstown’s Adam Zaiser in the 50 back (47.09) and 100 IM (1:47.82);  Monroe’s Kaitlyn Cawley in the 50 back (44.19);  and Manalapan’s Anthony Napreev in the 25 breast (25.57).  

Among 7 year olds, West Windsor’s Ashley Agogliati won the 25 fly (26.58).  
And representing Peddie Aquatics in the 6 & Under age group, West Windsor’s Sara Atilgan won the 25 free (22.72), 25 breast (32.89), and 25 back (29.21).

Peddie Aquatics Association is a year-round senior and age-group level swim program which holds membership with the USA Swimming Organization. PAA offers professional coaching and technique instruction to the competitive swimmer and is committed to personal development within the team’s structure.   The team consists of approximately 170 athletes ranging in age from 5 years old to seniors in high school.
