Final Short-Course Championship Meets:  Peddie Swimmers Swim to 47 Top 8 Finishes
Hightstown, New Jersey, March 23, 2011 – In the final meets of the short-course championship season, Peddie swimmers swam to 47 top eight finishes at three separate meets despite absences due to injury and illness.  New Jersey Swimming’s Junior Olympics were held at Rutgers on March 18-20.  New Jersey Swimming’s 13 & Over Silver/Bronze Championships took place at Rutgers March 12 & 13. Mid-Atlantic Swimming’s Mini Championships were run at Gloucester County Institute of Technology on March 19 & 20.
At New Jersey Junior Olympics, Noah Houskeeper (North Brunswick) finished 1st in the 100 fly (1:06.25), 2nd in the 50 fly (31.03) and 4th in the 200 IM (2:34.37) in the 10 & Under age group.  In the 13/14 age group, M.J. Cummings (Millstone) finished 6th in the 50 free (23.56) and 8th in the 200 free (152.92)
At the New Jersey Silver/Bronze Championships, swimming in the 17-19 Silver division, Steven Vitabile  (Hightstown) finished 5th in the 200 fly (2:20.76). In the 15-19 Bronze division, Eric Hubbard (Hightstown) swam to a 2nd place finish in the 200 IM (2:15.06). Jennifer Kay (Millstone) took 3rd in the 50 free (28.42). Jennifer Lauer (Hightstown) placed 6th in the 200 IM (2:29.24) and 7th in the 100 back (1:09.23). Stephanie Lauer (Hightstown) finished 7th in the 200 back (2:31.61). Amani Saeed (Princeton Junction) placed 8th in the 100 free (1:01.10).

In the 13/14 Silver division, Jillian Raplee (Freehold) finished 4th in the 1000 free (11:28.16). Robbie Kahrs (East Windsor) placed 5th in the 200 fly (2:24.75). Roman Horoszewski (Princeton Junction) placed 7th in both the 200 IM (2:16.39) and the 100 free (54.52).  James Wu  (Cranbury) finished 9th in the 100 back (1:02.72).  In the 13/14 Bronze division, Jennifer Kay (Millstone) took 3rd in the 50 free (28.42).  Bill Huang (Princeton Junction) finished 7th in the 200 breast (2:54.43) and Kelly Whitlock (Robbinsville) placed 8th in the 200 breast (2:58.92).

At the Mid-Atlantic Mini-Championships, competing against 8 year old swimmers, Zoe Stokes (Cranbury) finished 3rd in the 25 free (16.12), 4th in the 50 fly (39.15), 6th in both the 50 free (33.72) and the 100 fly (1:33.68), and 7th in both the 25 fly (17.35) and the 100 free (1:17.35).  Kaitlyn Cawley (Monroe) took 4th in both the 25 breast (20.81) and 50 breast (45.92), placed 5th in the 100 breast (1:45.43), and 8th in the 50 back (41.73).    

In the 6 & under age group, Scott Nahoum (West Windsor) placed 2nd in the 50 breast (57.06), 3rd in the 50 back (52.11), 4th in the 25 breast (27.25), 25 back (22.86), and 100 IM (2:02.75), 5th in the 50 free (46.22), 7th in the 25 free (21.16), and 8th in the 25 fly (29.68). Sara Atilgan (West Windsor) finished 2nd in the 50 breast (1:02.55), 4th in both the 50 free (43.28) and 25 breast (28.80), 5th in the 25 free (20.00), and 6th in 25 back (24.77).  Brielle Peerboom (West Windsor) took 6th in the 50 back (54.87) and 7th in the 25 back (24.96). Michelle Li (West Windsor) finished 7th in the 25 free (21.32) and 8th in the 50 free (48.46).
