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BRIEF JOB DESCRIPTIONS:

1. Head Timer – Please choose a parent who has been a successful head timer during the regular season.

2. Timers – Timers will time the races using stop watches and a plunger for a back-up time.
3. Substitute Timers – Provide relief to Timers, and will fill in any timer positions that are not filled at the start of a session.
4. Heat winner Ribbons - Give out heat winner ribbons.  An older swimmer (15 and up) who is NOT swimming that session can also fill this slot. Please let your volunteer know that in close races they should confirm with the scoreboard.  In case of doubt it is always better to give out an extra ribbon.  There are two spots so volunteers can take turns each heat or divide up lanes amongst each other.
5. Clerks of course will work with Head Clerk to help line up swimmers for their events.

6. Runners – Organize with the other runners before the meet to collect timing sheets, DQ slips and PJ slips.

7. Place Judge – Place the order of finishes after every heat. This will be used to verify results when there is a doubt about finishes.

8. Scoring Helper – Post results upstairs in the stands and downstairs in the lobby.  

9. Ribbon Asst. - Paste labels on ribbons and sort ribbons into bags for each team.  Please make sure this person is very detail oriented.  No one wants a swimmer not to get their correct champs ribbon at their banquet.
10. Clean-up – These volunteers will walk through the stands and pool deck after each session, and pick up bottles etc that have been left behind by swimmers and parents.  Clean-up volunteers will have their area of clean-up listed on the name tag. They will have a nametag for access to the deck and hospitality—same as any volunteer.
11. Hospitality- Volunteers will run the hospitality section and make sure there is enough food and drinks laid out for the meet volunteers.  They will also circulate water/snacks on the pool deck during the session to meet officials, timers etc. 

12. Sales – Heat sheet and T-shirt sales in spectator area. Sales volunteers are welcome to visit the deck area to watch their swimmers provided the second salesperson is watching the table.
