Junior coach job description
SGCC junior coaches will be chosen by the Gators coaching staff. They will be a swimmer on the team in the 13-18 age group. Junior coaching candidates will fill out an application and email it to Kathleen by MAY 19th
Two junior coaches will be chosen for each week there is a meet. They will swim their own practice, then stay for all three other practices. Coaches will be done by 10:15 each day. 
Qualifications: 
A love of working with kids, a dedication to the team, and desire to be a future full-time coach. 
Junior coaches will be expected to: 
· help out at daily practices (after swimming their own). Continuous engagement is important. You may be asked to get into the pool to help with stroke work, or work closely with one coach as a co-leader to a smaller practice group.  
· Junior coaches are also expected to help with daily take down and clean up, picking up kick boards, taking out lane ropes, and putting flags away.
· At meets they will help with coaching responsibilities such as encouraging and cheering for swimmers, as well as collecting young swimmers, but their own meet performance takes precedence. 
Junior coaches are also encouraged to help with set up and planning of team pep-rallies. And will be expected to help out at swim clinics. 
Up to 12 people will be selected to become junior coaches. We will only have junior coaches for the weeks we have meets. For championships, two to four junior coaches will be asked to return for another week for coaching!
