1. Call to Order

2. Approval of Minutes
a. The Minutes from the Jan 14, 2010 Meeting were approved as posted to the website.

i. Ribbons Committee Report from Item 8. a. – Based on the ribbon counts that Holly received from the teams, she feels comfortable with a 2010 budgeted amount (for ribbons only) of $15,000. A motion was made to set the 2010 team fee at $900 ($15k for ribbons and $7.5k for medals divided by 25 teams equals $900 per team).

ii. The motion included that in the future the per team fee would be set by adding the ribbon expenses (inc heat winner ribbons) and the EOS medals and dividing those expenses by the number of teams. In the future the per team fee will be invoiced on Jan 1 with a due date of Feb 1. This payment will become late and subject to a 10% penalty (compounded monthly) effective March 1. The 2010 per team fee will be billed on March 1 with a due date of April 1. This payment will become late and subject to a 10% penalty (compounded monthly) effective March April 1. Approved.

iii. . The $2 per swimmer fee and the $4 per swimmer ins fee for those teams using the league provided insurance would be invoiced after the final swimmer counts are submitted to the league the date of time trials. This year that would be June 19th,  2010. Approved
