WASC SWIMMING POLICY CONCERNING THE REPORTING OF MISCONDUCT

USA SWIMMING Rule 306.1 states that, “It is every member’s responsibility to promptly report an incident regarding sexual misconduct by a member as described in Article 304.3.8 to USA Swimming.  Reporting must occur when an individual has first hand knowledge of misconduct or where specific and credible information has been received from a victim or knowledgeable third party.  Various state laws also require reporting to law enforcement or to a designated child protection agency.  

In essence, if you see or know something, say something.  Most people are in our sport for the right reasons.
