THE STRUCTURE OF USA SWIMMING
USA Swimming, Inc (USAS) is the National Governing Body (NGB) for swimming in this country.  All sports have a NGB.  The NGB is the entity that is affiliated with the International Governing Body (IGB) of the sport.  In swimming, the IGB is called FINA.  FINA and USAS establish the rules of competition for our sport.

In USAS, there are 52 Local Swim Committees (LSC), which govern within their geographic areas.  Our LSC is called Southeastern Swimming (SES).  It's geographic region is all of Tennessee, all of Alabama, and the panhandle of Florida.  The LSC determines rules for its clubs and sanctions competitions within its boundaries.

The LSC has a Board of Directors (BOD) which is elected by the members of the House of Delegates (HOD).  Each USAS registered swim club in the LSC has a vote in the House of Delegates.  The HOD meets annually to discuss and vote on matters pertinent to swimming in our geographic region.  The BOD is empowered to act between HOD meetings if matters come up which demand immediate attention.
