Then at Southeasterns, Kent established three more MSA Records, winning the Gold Medal in the 50 Freestyle and thereby qualifying him to compete in the elite Zone Championship Meet. In 13-14 Girls, Danielle Sander established a new MSA mark in the 100 Butterfly at the meet in Marietta, Georgia.  Then at Southeasterns she began the meet by lowering the 100 Breaststroke record which she established the year before (joining the 200 Breaststroke which she also already owned), and ended the Southeastern meet two days later by re-breaking the 100 Butterfly by another full second!

For Senior Boys, George Wong reaffirmed his blazing Freestyle speed at Southeasterns by lowering his own MSA records in both the 50 and 100 Meter Freestyles.  In the 50 Free, George claimed the Bronze Medal and also became MSA’s first swimmer to break the rarified 24-second barrier, posting a time of 23.98 and a Top-20 ranking in the United States for his age! Also in the Senior Girls age group, Jenny von Jouanne travelled to Knoxville for the Senior Sectional Championships, and became MSA’s first Senior Sectional Champion! Her times in these events also met the US Open time standard, making Jenny the first MSA swimmer ever to qualify for the elite US National Championships, and earning her two Top 20 rankings in the United States for her age.
