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Welcome to Davis Aquadarts!
Enclosed in this packet you will find information about swimming with Aquadarts, and how to register for our swim program.  We hope this information is helpful, and we welcome any questions you may have.

General Information

To enroll, please speak with an Aquadart coach as to which practice is appropriate for your child.  Your child may be asked to do a brief (5 minute) tryout to insure readiness and proper placement.  If you would like, your child can try a full practice for one day before committing to the program.  

To enroll, please fill out the following forms included in this packet:

· Athlete Code of Conduct.

Submit these forms with payment to the Aquadart box at Civic Pool, or to an Aquadart coach.  We will hold these forms until after your child’s first day of practice.  

Aquadarts practice on a quarterly system.  If you are joining mid-way through a quarter, please contact the team registrar Nicole Castles at aquadartsregistrar@gmail.com to determine fees.
Once we have processed your forms, you will begin to receive email communications from our team.  Please let us know if you do not begin receiving these within 10 days of your enrollment.  Our primary source of information is email, and we hope you take the time to read these emails, as they contain much information about our program.

Team Fees
1.  Yearly Registration Fee -- $25/swimmer includes a team shirt and swim cap
2.   Quarterly Fees
· New swimmers beginning after the first two weeks should e-mail the registrar aquadartsregistrar@gmail.com  to inquire about prorated fees for the session.
· No refunds of fees will be made.
· Credits may be granted for swimmers with medical leaves of 4 consecutive weeks.  A doctor’s note is required.
· Spring fees for high school swimmers are based on the start date for those athletes.
3.   USA Swimming Registration Fee -- $76/swimmer for yearly membership
· This is a required fee.  Swimmers cannot attend practice or meets if USA Swimming Registration Fees are not paid.
· Swimmers must be registered after one week or they will not be allowed to practice.
· USA Registration fee should be paid on www.swimconnection.com

Late Payments
Fees are delinquent after the 10th day of September, December, March and June.  Fees paid after the 10th day of the month will result in a $25 late fee assessment, which should be included with payment.  
At 21 days past due, the swimmer(s) will no longer be permitted to practice or attend meets.
Any unpaid balances beyond 90 days could result in action by a collection agency.
Please e-mail the treasurer if you feel you have circumstances that need special consideration.
Non-Sufficient Funds
Returned checks for non-sufficient funds (NSF) will result in a $25 assessment to cover Davis Aquadarts charges incurred from processing the NSF item.
Two NSF items may result in a requirement to submit fees via money order or with cash.
Fees Suspension/Termination Agreement:
To suspend or terminate membership, email the treasurer by the 1st of the month prior to start of the quarter for which you are suspending or terminating your membership.  Fees will be assessed if the required notice is not given.     
Swimmers cannot attend practice or meets while on fees suspension.

Aquadart Parent Participation Policy and Volunteer Commitment

The Aquadarts depend on volunteers to run the team successfully, and each family is required to participate.   The swim year is considered to be September 1st to August 15th and families are required to volunteer a minimum of 16 hours per swim year (4 hours per quarter). This amount will be prorated for swimmers who do not swim for the entire year.  The major events that require volunteers are the team-hosted meets in May and September. Many volunteers are needed to run these meets.  Volunteers are also needed for various jobs throughout the year, including officiating, Summerdart registration, and timing at our hosted swim meets.  

Any family not meeting the participation requirement will be charged at a rate of $25 per hour for hours not worked during the year. Hours may not be carried over to the following year, and families are welcome to work more than 16 hours per year.

New: parents can track their yearly volunteer hours on the Davis Aquadart Parent Participation Program Report Form.  This form is available on the Aquadart website under Family Handbook/Parent Participation.  It is the responsibility of each family to have all volunteer hours documented and signed immediately after service is performed, and to turn in the document yearly no later than August 15.  

 
Volunteer hours are waived for the first quarter of swimming for all families new to Aquadarts.  We do this to enable families to ease into our program and learn about our many various volunteer possibilities before requiring the volunteer commitment.  New families who wish to volunteer in their initial quarter are welcome and encouraged to do so.  Families who have done previous sessions of Fall or Springdarts are not considered new, and are required to complete their volunteer commitment.   

 

All Aquadart families are also required to participate in our fundraising efforts. All swimmers who swim in at least two sessions during the swim year are required to raise a minimum of $50 to support the Swim-A-Thon each summer, whether or not they actually swim in the Swim-A-Thon. Those swimmers not meeting this requirement will be assessed a $50 fee. Swimmers who are enrolled in Aquadarts for any part of the year but are enrolled in Summerdarts during the summer participate in the Summerdart Swim-For-Fun(ds) instead of the Aquadart Swimathon, and required to raise a minimum of $50.

 
Away Swim Meet Support

Timing or officiating at away swim meets that your swimmer has entered is required. These are shared responsibilities among all teams based upon the number of entered swimmers per team. It is not part of the annual volunteer commitment.

• Families with a swimmer entered in the meet will receive an email several days prior to the meet with instructions for job sign-up on the Aquadart website.

• All shifts are on a first-come, first-served basis.

• Families who sign-up to officiate are not required to time.

• Timing shifts will be approximately 2 hours.

• Some meets may require that families cover more than one shift.

Volunteer Opportunities

There are many opportunities to fulfill your Aquadart volunteer hours throughout the year.  These are just an example of them; there are other jobs that will come up throughout the year that you can also sign up for.  These are announced via email, with instruction on how to sign up.  

1. Aquadart Board Member

We have a board of 10-12 parent volunteers who help immensely in keeping our team running smoothly.  If you think you might be interested in helping on the board, please contact Miriam Fisk at miriamfisk@sbcglobal.net. 

2. Swim Meet Help

We host 2-3 weekend swim meets each year, and these require much parent help.  There are multiple opportunities to help at these meets, including jobs pre, post, and during the meet itself.  Examples of this are Timing, Snack Bar, Desk Help, Set Up, Take Down, Awards, Check-In, and much more.  You will receive emails about signing up for these jobs a few weeks prior to the meets, and can sign up online.

3. Timing at Home Swim Meets

Parents can count timing at home meets toward volunteer time.  Eligible meets are any meet we host, including our September, May, and December meets, Friday Fun Meets and City Championships.  Parents are expected to time at away meets, and these hours do not count toward volunteer hours. 

4. Meet Official and Referee

Swim meets require officials and referees, and each team is required to provide a number of these officials at each meet.  To meet this obligation, we have several parents who are trained to serve in this capacity.  For more information on becoming a certified USA Swimming official, please contact Kerry Halsted (lkttthalsted@hotmail.com).

5. Summerdart Help

These jobs include helping at the annual registration, doing computer and paperwork at home, helping with t-shirt sales, Swim-For-Fun(ds), accounting of funds help, working at meet snack bars, and much more.  Coach Carolee sends out period email requests for help.  Most of these jobs are in the spring and summer.

6. Summerdart Snack Bar Coordinator

This person(s) works with Coach Carolee throughout the summer, purchasing and soliciting donations for food items, being in charge of the snack bar at three Saturday morning meets in the summer and at City Championships.  

7. Snack Bar Coordinator
This person(s) is in charge of all snack bars for meets we host, including the May, September, and December meets. 

8. Swim-A-Thon Help

We need volunteers to help the coordinator run the annual Aquadart Swimathon.  

9. Banquet Coordinator and volunteers

Help with the annual Aquadart Banquet, held at the end of October each year.  We will need help with set up, clean up, ordering awards, and decorations.  

10. 4th of July Helpers

We often have an Aquadart Booth at the city’s 4th of July celebration, and need parent help to staff it.

11. Team Photo Help
Work with photographer on Team Photo day; usually first week in June. Help pass out photos when they arrive afterwards.

12.  Team Committees

Work with Aquadart Board members on various committees, such as Fundraising (such as Rotary Raffle), Social Events, and Finance.

13. Parent Coordinators
Help coaches with social events and be available to answer questions from other parents about swimming events. 

14. Team Social Events:
We often have team social events throughout the year, and need help with parents on coordination, purchasing food, and preparing food.  Examples would be Fun Meets, Movie Nights, and JO Psych Up Parties.

Swim Meet Information

Aquadart swimmers compete in one to two swim meets per month.  Swimmers new to our program are encouraged to try meets; check with your child’s coach as to which meets and events are appropriate for your child.  Swim meets are not mandatory but are encouraged for our novice swimmers; as swimmers move through the program into higher levels of swimming, swim meets become an expected part of swimming on our team.  Information on meets and how to enter them is sent via email, and info is available on the website.  There are a variety of meets; for the newer swimmer we suggest starting with our Friday Fun Meets (held approximately once a month at practice), and meets that we host in town (one in May and one in September). There are also weekend swim meets held in nearby communities that your children are encouraged to enter, and two or more fun travel meets throughout the year.  More information about meets is available on the website. Coaches are happy to answer questions about meets and help you through the entry process.

ATHLETE CODE OF CONDUCT
In accordance with the Aquadart vision statement, we maintain a safe team environment where every swimmer is encouraged to build friendships, work hard and have fun in the process of their development. For this environment to occur, the following are prohibited at all times:

1. Inappropriate, aggressive or destructive behaviors, or knowledge (without immediate reporting) of, at practice, swim meets and any other organized Aquadart activities.

2. Disrespectful behavior directed towards other swimmers, coaches, parents and officials.

3. Possession of, use of, or knowledge of illegal substances by those representing Aquadarts, or use in the presence of those representing Aquadarts.

4. Smoking by athletes (or use of tobacco products while representing Aquadarts)

5. Use by athletes, knowledge of use of, or providing alcohol to or use around swimmers. Use of alcohol by those having direct responsibility for swimmers is also prohibited.

6. Improper texting, emailing or use of a camera will not be permitted.

7. Deck changing is also prohibited. 

Further, all swimmers who have been designated as part of a selected team representing the Aquadarts are to remain as part of that team from the time of departure until reaching the return destination in Davis (unless previously arranged with parents prior to departure). The swimmers must at all times follow staff instructions as it relates to swimming, lodging, meals, team meetings, social events or any other incidentals or directions that may arise.

Violations of any of the above may result in referral to the Aquadarts Board of Directors for further action. Immediate action may include, but is not limited to:

Suspension from practice for up to a two-week period.

VII. During competitions, questions or concerns regarding decisions made by meet officials are directed to the Head Coach.  Parents address the officials via the Head Coach ONLY.

VIII. Sanctions – Should I conduct myself in such a way that brings discredit or discord to the Davis Aquadart Swim Team or Coaching Staff, I voluntarily subject myself to disciplinary action.  Davis Aquadarts maintains the right to terminate any membership with/without cause in the interest of our vision, mission and objectives.
